Liturgy of the Word presided at by the Holy Father Francis in the Basilica of San Bartolomeo allIsola Tiberina, in memory of the New Martyrs of the 20th and 21st centuries

Vatican City  At 17:00 this afternoon, in the Basilica of San Bartolomeo allIsola Tiberina, Rome, the Holy Father Francis presided at the Liturgy of the Word in memory of the New Martyrs of the 20th and 21st centuries, with the SantEgidio Community.

The following is the homily the Pope pronounced during the liturgy, the words of thanks he addressed to refugees during a meeting, and the greeting to the faithful gathered outside the Basilica.

Homily of the Holy Father

We have come as pilgrims to this Basilica of San Bartolomeo allIsola Tiberina, where the ancient history of the martyr unites with the memory of the new martyrs, of the many Christians killed by the unsound ideologies of the last century  and also today  and killed only because they were Jesus disciples.

The memory of these heroic witnesses, ancient and recent, confirms our awareness that the Church is the Church if she is a Church of martyrs. And martyrs are those who, as the Book of Revelations reminds us, are the ones coming out of the great tribulation. They have washed their robes and made them white in the blood of the Lamb (7:14). They have had the grace to confess Jesus up to the end, unto death. They suffer, they give their life, and we receive Gods blessing for their witness. And there are also many hidden martyrs, those men and women faithful to the gentle strength of love, to the voice of the Holy Spirit, who in their everyday life seek to help their brothers and to love God without reserve.

If we look carefully, the cause of every persecution is hatred: the hatred of the prince of this world towards those who have been saved and redeemed by Jesus by His death and His resurrection. In the passage from the Gospel that we have just heard (John 15:12-19), Jesus uses a strong and frightening word: the word hatred. He, Who is the Master of love, Who so liked to talk about love, speaks of hatred. But He always wanted to call things by their name. And He tells us not to be afraid, since If the world hates you, know that it has hated me before it hated you.

Jesus has chosen us and has redeemed us, by the freely-given gift of His love. With His death and resurrection he redeemed us from the power of the world, from the power of the devil, from the power of the prince of this world. And the origin of hatred is this: since we have been saved by Jesus, and the prince of the world does not want this, he hates us and causes our persecution, that from the time of Jesus and in the early Church has continued until our times. How many Christian communities are victims of persecution today! Why? Because of the hatred of the spirit of the world.

How many times, in difficult moments in history, is it said: Today the fatherland needs heroes! The martyr may be thought of as a hero, but the fundamental aspect of the martyr is that he is graced: it is the grace of God, not courage, that makes us martyrs. Today, in the same way we might ask: What does the Church need? Martyrs, witnesses, everyday saints. Because the Church is brought forward by saints. The saints: without them, the Church would not be able go ahead. The Church needs everyday saints, those of ordinary life, carried forth consistently; but also those who have the courage to accept the grace of being witnesses to the end, unto death. They are all the living blood of the Church. They are the witnesses who carry forth the Church; those who attest that Jesus is risen, that Jesus is living, and they do so with coherence in life and with the strength of the Holy Spirit that they have received as a gift.

I would like, today, to add another icon in this Church. A woman. I do not know her name. But she looks at us from heaven. I was in Lesbos, greeting refugees, and I met a man aged around thirty, with three children. He looked at me and he said, Father, I am Muslim. My wife was Christian. Terrorists came to our country, they looked at us and they asked us our religion, and they saw her with her crucifix, and they told her to throw it on the ground. She did not do so, and they cut her throat in front of me. We loved each other so much. This is the icon that I bring today as a gift here. I do not know if that man is still in Lesbos or if he managed to go elsewhere. I do not know if he has been able to leave that concentration camp, because refugee camps, many of them, are concentration camps on account of the number of people left there. And the generous peoples who receive them must carry this burden, because it seems that international agreements are more important than human rights. And this man bore no rancor: he, Muslim, had this cross of pain that he bore without rancor. He sought refuge in the love of his wife, graced by martyrdom.

Remembering these witnesses of faith and praying in this place is a great gift. It is a gift for the SantEgidio Community, for the Church in Rome, for all the Christian communities of this city, for many pilgrims. The living heritage of the martyrs gives us peace and unity today. They teach us that, with the strength of love, with gentleness, one may fight against aggression, violence and war, and this can be done with patience and peace. And so we can pray thus: O Lord, make us worthy witnesses of the Gospel and of Your love; pour Your mercy upon humanity; renew Your Church, protect persecuted Christians, grant peace to the entire world soon. Glory to You, Lord, and shame on us, Lord.

Thanksgiving after the encounter with refugees

A word of greeting, to thank you for all that you give. Thank you very much. May the Lord bless you.

Final greeting in front of the Basilica

Thank you for your presence and for your prayer in this Church of martyrs. I think of the cruelty, the cruelty today that is targeted at so many people; the exploitation of the people.  The people who arrive by boat and then remain there, in generous countries such as Italy and Greece that welcome them, but then international treaties do not let them  If in Italy two migrants were received in each municipality, there would be room for all of them. And may this generosity in the south, in Lampedusa in Sicily, in Lesbos, spread to the north. It is true, we are a civilization that does not have children, but which also closes the door to migrants. This is called suicide. Let us pray.
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The Popes words at the Regina Coeli prayer

Vatican City  At midday today, Second Sunday of Easter or Divine Mercy Sunday, the Holy Father Francis appeared at the window of his study in the Vatican Apostolic Palace to pray the Regina Coeli with the faithful and pilgrims gathered in St. Peters Square.

The following is the Popes introduction to the Marian prayer, which substitutes the Angelus at Easter time:

Before the Regina Coeli

Dear brothers and sisters, good morning!

We know that every Sunday we recall the resurrection of the Lord Jesus, but in this period after Easter Sunday takes on an even more enlightening meaning. In the tradition of the Church, this Sunday, the first after Easter, was called in albis. What does this mean? The expression is intended to recall the rite that was performed by those who had received baptism in the Easter Vigil. Each one of them was given a white robe  alba, white  to indicate the new dignity of the children of God. Today we still do this: newborns are offered a little symbolic white robe, whereas adults wear a real one as we have seen in the Easter Vigil. And that white robe, in the past, was worn for a week, up to this Sunday, and from this there derives the name in albis deponendis, which means the Sunday in which we take off the white robe. And in this way, once the white robe is removed, the neophytes began their new life in Christ and in the Church.

There is another thing. In the Jubilee of the Year 2000, St. John Paul II established that this Sunday be dedicated to Divine Mercy. It is true, it was a beautiful intuition: it was the Holy Spirit Who inspired him in this. A few months ago we concluded the extraordinary Jubilee of Mercy, and this Sunday invites us to take up again with renewed strength the grace that comes from Gods mercy. Todays Gospel is the account of the apparition of the risen Christ before the disciples gathered in the Cenacle (cf. John 20:19-31). St. John writes that Jesus, after greeting His disciples, said to them: As the Father has sent me, even so I am sending you. After saying this, He performs the gesture of breathing onto them and adds: Receive the Holy Spirit. If you forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven them (vv. 21.23). Here is the meaning of mercy that is presented precisely on the day of Jesus resurrection, as forgiveness of sins. The Risen Jesus transmitted to His Church, as her first task, the same mission of taking the concrete announcement of forgiveness. This is the first task, proclaiming forgiveness. This visible sign of His mercy carries within it the peace of the heart and the joy of the renewed encounter with the Lord.

Mercy in the light of Easter allows itself to be perceived as a true form of knowledge. And this is important: mercy is a true form of knowledge. We know that it is known in many forms. It is known through the senses, it is known through intuition, through reason and other forms. Well, it may also be known through the experience of mercy, because mercy opens the door of the mind to understand better the mystery of God and of our personal existence. Mercy helps us understand that violence, rancor and revenge do not have any meaning, and the first victim is he who lives this sentiments, because he is deprived of his own dignity. Mercy also opens the door of the heart and allows us to express closeness, especially with those who are alone or marginalized, because it makes them feel they are brothers and sons of one Father. It promotes the acknowledgment of those who are in need of consolation and helps us find the right words to give comfort.

Brothers and sisters, mercy warms the heart and makes us sensitive to the needs of our brothers with sharing and participation. Mercy, in short, commits us all to being instruments of justice, of reconciliation and peace. Let us never forget that mercy is the keystone in the life of faith, and the concrete form by which we give visibility to Jesus resurrection.

Mary, Mother of Mercy, help us believe and live all this with joy.

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Pope Francis comforts sister of French priest slain last year

Vatican City  Pope Francis on Saturday comforted the sister of Father Jacques Hamel, an 85-year-old priest who was killed by ISIS sympathizers while celebrating Mass in Normandy, France last summer.

According to the Associated Press, the Pope gripped the hands of Roselyne Hamel and spoke quietly to her during an April 22 liturgy honoring the new martyrs of the 20th and 21st centuries in the Basilica of St Bartholomew on Romes Tiber Island.

Fr. Hamel was killed July 26, 2016 while celebrating Mass after two armed gunmen stormed a church in Saint-Etienne-du-Rouvray in Normandy. The assailants entered the church and took the priest and four others hostage. Local law enforcement reported that the priests throat was slit in the attack, and that both of the hostage takers were shot dead by police. The attackers were identified as Islamist extremists.

Pope Francis issued a statement at the time decrying the absurd violence. He later said during a Mass in September at the Vatican in honor of Fr. Hamel that the slain priest is blessed now, according to Archbishop Dominique Lebrun of Rouen who was there.

The Pope referred to the priest as an example of courage because he emptied himself to serve others, to build brotherhood among men.

Last October, the French diocese of Rouen officially began an inquiry into the beatification of Fr. Hamel after the Pope waived the traditional five-year waiting period.

At the service Saturday, Roselyne shared with the congregation how her brother was strong in his faith in Christ, strong in his love for the Gospel and for people, whoever it was, and  I am certain  also for his killers.

She said that his death was a witness for the whole world, and continued the yes with which he had given his life in service to Christ at the moment of his ordination.
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Pope Francis to visit graves of two 20th-century Italian priests

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Vatican City  Pope Francis will make a pilgrimage June 20 to visit the graves of two 20th century Italian priests in the towns of Bozzolo and Bariana, the Vatican announced Monday.

Fr. Lorenzo Milani and Fr. Primo Mazzolari both have reputations for being anti-establishment, though they were obedient to the Church throughout their lives. The Popes visit to their graves will take place in a private and unofficial manner, the April 24 communique stated.

The pilgrimage takes place in commemoration of the 50th anniversary of the death of Fr. Milani, who lived from 1923-1967. Pope Francis spoke about Fr. Milani in a video message to the participants of a presentation on the priests complete works in Milan Sunday.

I would love to remember him especially as a believer, in love with the Church even though he was wounded, the Pope said in the message April 23, and as a passionate educator with a vision of the school that seems to me to respond to the need of the hearts and the intelligence of our children and youth.

Pope Francis brief visit  only half a day  will begin with an early morning helicopter flight to Bozzolo June 20, landing at 9:00 a.m. He will be welcomed by the Mayor of Bozzolo and the Bishop of Cremona, Antonio Napolioni.

From there the Pope will proceed to the parish of St. Peter to pray at the tomb of Fr. Primo Mazzolari, after which he will give a commemorative speech to the faithful present at the church.

At 10:30 a.m. he will leave for Barbiana, arriving at the Barbiana church at 11:15 a.m. He will be welcomed there by Cardinal Giuseppe Betori, Archbishop of Florence and the Mayor of Vicchio, a municipality of Florence.

He will then visit privately the cemetery of the church to pray at the grave of Fr. Lorenzo Milani. Afterwards, Pope Francis will meet in the church with still-living disciples of Fr. Milani.

After a short visit to the rectory in the adjacent garden he will give a speech in the presence of around 200 people, including the disciples, priests of the diocese and some children living in family homes in the area. The Pope will return to the Vatican by about 1:15 p.m.

Fr. Milani came from a wealthy but secular family, the son of an atheist father and a Jewish mother. He studied art, which had a profound influence on his conversion to Catholicism and eventual entrance into the priesthood in 1947.

His frankness that sometimes seemed too rough when not marked by rebellion carried over even into his priesthood, Pope Francis noted in his video message. This led to some friction and misunderstandings with ecclesiastical and civil structures because of his educational proposal, his preference for the poor, and defense of conscientious objection.

Despite this, however, he was always deeply obedient to the Church and to her directives. He once wrote: I will never oppose the Church because I need (her) several times a week for the forgiveness of my sins, and I would not know to whom else to go to look for it if I had left the Church.

Fr. Primo Mazzolari lived from 1890-1959. He grew up in a small neighborhood of the town of Cremona, Italy, entering the seminary in 1902. Some have called him a priest of the embankment, because he grew up on the banks of the Po River and also at the embankment of the Church.

Very politically active, he intervened in the First World War and after, and was so anti-fascist he refused to sing the Te Deum after a failed attack on Mussolini by Tito Zaniboni in 1925.

His greatness already recognized, he was invited to the Vatican by both Pope John XXIII and Pope Paul VI before his death. In 2015 permission was formally granted to open the diocesan phase of Fr. Mazzolaris cause for beatification.

Video Message of the Holy Father Francis on the occasion of his imminent Apostolic Trip to Egypt

Vatican City  The following is the full text of the Holy Fathers video message, to be broadcast this morning to the Egyptian people on the occasion of the imminent apostolic trip in Egypt.

Video Message of the Holy Father

Dear people of Egypt! Al Salam Alaikum! (Peace be with you!)

With a joyful and grateful heart I will come in a few days time to visit your dear homeland: cradle of civilization, gift of the Nile, land of sun and hospitality, where Patriarchs and Prophets lived and where God, Clement and Merciful, the One and Almighty, made His voice heard.

I am truly happy to come as a friend, as a messenger of peace and as a pilgrim to the Country that gave, more than two thousand years ago, refuge and hospitality to the Holy Family fleeing from the threats of King Herod (cfr. Mt 2:1-26). I am honored to visit the land visited by the Holy Family!

I greet you cordially and thank you for having invited me to visit Egypt, which you call Umm il Dugna (Mother of the Universe)!

I warmly thank Mr. President of the Republic, His Holiness the Patriarch Tawadros II, the Great Imam of Al-Azhar and the Coptic Catholic Patriarch who have invited me; and I thank each one of you, who make space for me in your hearts. I also thank all those people who have worked, and are working, to make this trip possible.

I hope that this visit will be an embrace of consolation and of encouragement to all Christians in the Middle East; a message of friendship and esteem to all inhabitants of Egypt and the region; a message of fraternity and reconciliation to all children of Abraham, particularly in the Islamic world, in which Egypt occupies a primary position. I hope that it may also offer a valid contribution to interreligious dialogue with the Islamic world, and to ecumenical dialogue with the venerated and beloved Coptic Orthodox Church.

Our world, torn by blind violence, which has also afflicted the heart of your dear land  needs peace, love and mercy; it needs workers for peace, free and liberating people, courageous people able to learn from the past to build a future without closing themselves up in prejudices; it needs builders of bridges of peace, dialogue, brotherhood, justice, and humanity.

Dear Egyptian brothers, young and elderly, women and men, Muslims and Christians, rich and poor  I embrace you warmly and ask God Almighty to bless you and protect your country from every evil.

Please, pray for me! Shukran wa Tahia Misr! (Thank you, and long live Egypt!)
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Pope Francis refuses bullet-proof vehicle for Egypt trip

Vatican City  Pope Francis will not use a bulletproof vehicle during his trip to Egypt this weekend, despite recent terror attacks against Christians in the country, according to Reuters.

The Pope will use a closed car to move around, but not an armored one, Vatican spokesman Greg Burke confirmed yesterday. Thats how he wanted it.

This is not the first time Pope Francis has done so - he typically prefers to travel in more open vehicles, or ones that are not bulletproof, because he feels that allows him to better interact with the people on the streets.

Pope Francis will be traveling to Cairo, Egypt, April 28-29 for his first international trip of the year. Interfaith dialogue with Muslims and showing solidarity with persecuted Christians will be main priorities of the trip.

His trip comes after several recent attacks on Christian in the country.

In December, a bombing at Cairos main Coptic cathedral killed at least 25 people and wounded dozens of others, most of them women and children.

On Palm Sunday, the bombing of two Coptic churches killed 43 and injured more than 100 others.

Last week, gunmen attacked security forces near the famous St Catherines Monastery in the Sinai desert, killing a police officer and injuring three others. This attack and the church bombings were all claimed by ISIS.

Egypts president has declared a three-month state of emergency in the country following the Palm Sunday attacks. Despite the risk, the Vatican announced earlier this month that the Popes trip to Egypt would continue as planned.

Pope Francis was invited to visit Egypt by Coptic Catholic bishops during their visit at the Vatican Feb. 6. The Pope had also received an invitation to visit Egypt from the countrys president and from the Grand Imam of al Azhar, Ahmed el-Tayyeb, after his visit to the Vatican in the spring of 2016, marking a thaw in Vatican-Muslim relations in Egypt.

During his trip, Pope Francis will meet with the Grand Imama state officials, leaders of Egypts Catholic Coptic and Orthodox Coptic churches, and Catholic priests and religious of the country.
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General Audience: I am with you always, until the end of the world: The promise that gives hope

Vatican City  This mornings General Audience took place at 9:25 a.m. in St. Peters Square, where the Holy Father Francis met with groups of pilgrims and faithful from Italy and all over the world.

In his address in Italian the Pope focused on the theme I am with you always, until the end of the world (cf. Mt. 28.:20): the promise that gives hope.

After summarizing his catechesis in several languages, the Holy Father addressed special greetings to the groups of faithful present.

The General Audience concluded with the recital of the Pater Noster and the Apostolic Blessing.

Catechesis of the Holy Father

Dear brothers and sisters, good morning!

I am with you always, to the end of the age (Mt. 28:20). These last words of the Gospel of Matthew recall the prophetic announcement we find at the beginning: They shall call his name Immanuel, which means, God with us (Mt. 1:23; cf. Is. 7:14). God will be with us, every day, until the end of the world. Jesus will walk with us, every day, until the end of the world. All the Gospel is enclosed between these two citations, words that communicate the mystery of God whose name, whose identity is being-with: He is not an isolated God, he is a God with, in particular with us, that is, with the human creature. Ours is not an absent God, secluded in far away heaven; He is instead a God Who is passionate about man, so tenderly loving as to be incapable of separating Himself from him. We humans are capable of breaking bonds and bridges; He however is not. While our heart cools, His always remains incandescent. Our God accompanies us always, even if by misfortune we forget about Him. On the boundary that divides incredulity from faith, the discovery of being loved and accompanied by our Father, of never being left alone by Him, is decisive.

Our existence is a pilgrimage, a journey. Even those who are moved by a simply human hope, perceive the seduction of the horizon, that drives them to explore worlds they do not yet know. Our soul is a migrant soul. The Bible is full of stories of pilgrims and travelers. The vocation of Abraham begins with this command: Go from your country (Gen. 12:1). And the patriarch leaves that piece of the world that he knew well, and that was one of the cradles of the civilization of his time. Everything conspired against the good sense of making that journey. Yet Abraham departs. We do not become mature men and women if we do not perceive the attraction of the horizon: that limit between the sky and the earth that demands to be reached by a journeying people.

In his journey in the world, man is never alone. In particular, the Christian never feels abandoned, because Jesus assures us that He does not await us only at the end of our long journey, but also accompanies us in all of our days.

How long will Gods care for mankind continue? How long will the Lord Jesus, Who walks with us, care for us? The Gospels answer leaves no room for doubt: until the end of the world! The heavens will pass, the earth will pass, human hopes will be erased, but the Word of God is greater than everything and will not pass away. And He will be the God with us, the God Jesus Who walks with us. There will be no day in our life in which we will cease to be a concern for the heart of God. But one might ask, What are you saying? I say this: there will be no day in our life in which we cease to be a concern for the heart of God. He worries about us and walks with us. And why does He do this? Simply because He loves us. Do you understand? He loves us! And God will certainly provide for all our needs; He will not abandon us in the time of trial and darkness. This certainty demands to be entrenched in our minds, so that it is never extinguished. Some call this by the name of Providence. That is, Gods closeness, the love of God, Gods journeying with us is also called Gods Providence: He provides for our life.

It is not by chance that among the Christian symbols of hope there is one I particularly like: the anchor. This expresses that our hope is not vague; it is not be confused with the changing sentiment of those who wish to improve things in a fanciful way, relying only on willpower. Indeed, Christian hope is rooted not in the attraction of the future, but in the security of what God has promised us and realized in Jesus Christ. If He has guaranteed to us that He will never abandon us, that the beginning of every vocation is a Follow me, with which He assures us He will always stay in front of us, then why fear? With this promise, Christians can journey everywhere. Even crossing the wounded parts of the world, where things do not go well, we are among those who continue to hope even there. As the Psalm says, Even though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil, for you are with me (Psalm 23:4). It is precisely where darkness spreads that a light needs to be kept alive. Let us return to the anchor. Our faith is the anchor in heaven. We have our life anchored in heaven. What must we do? Hold on to the rope: it is always there. And we go ahead because we are sure that our life has as an anchor in heaven, on that shore where we will arrive.

Certainly, if we were to trust only in our strengths, we would be right to feel disappointed and defeated, because the world often shows itself to be refractory to the laws of love. Very often it prefers the laws of selfishness. But if there survives in us the certainty that God does not abandon us, that God loves us and this world tenderly, then immediately the perspective changes. Homo viator, spe erectus, the ancients used to say. Along the way, Jesus promise that I am with you lets us stand up with hope, trusting that the good God is already working to accomplish what feels humanly impossible, because the anchor is on the shore of heaven.

The Holy faithful people of God are people who stand  homo viator and walk, but upright, erectus, and they walk in hope. And wherever they go, they know that Gods love precedes them: there is no part of the world that is excluded from the victory of the Risen Christ. And what is the victory of the Risen Christ? The victory of love. Thank you.

I very much like its title  The Future You  because, while looking at tomorrow, it invites us to open a dialogue today, to look at the future through a you.

The Future You: the future is made of you, it is made of encounters, because life flows through our relations with others.

Quite a few years of life have strengthened my conviction that each and everyones existence is deeply tied to that of others: life is not time merely passing by, life is about interactions.

As I meet, or lend an ear to those who are sick, to the migrants who face terrible hardships in search of a brighter future, to prison inmates who carry a hell of pain inside their hearts, and to those, many of them young, who cannot find a job, I often find myself wondering: Why them and not me?

I, myself, was born in a family of migrants; my father, my grandparents, like many other Italians, left for Argentina and met the fate of those who are left with nothing. I could have very well ended up among todays discarded people.

And thats why I always ask myself, deep in my heart: Why them and not me?

First and foremost, I would love it if this meeting could help to remind us that we all need each other, none of us is an island, an autonomous and independent I, separated from the other, and we can only build the future by standing together, including everyone.

We dont think about it often, but everything is connected, and we need to restore our connections to a healthy state. Even the harsh judgment I hold in my heart against my brother or my sister, the open wound that was never cured, the offense that was never forgiven, the rancor that is only going to hurt me, are all instances of a fight that I carry within me, a flare deep in my heart that needs to be extinguished before it goes up in flames, leaving only ashes behind.

Many of us, nowadays, seem to believe that a happy future is something impossible to achieve. While such concerns must be taken very seriously, they are not invincible. They can be overcome when we dont lock our door to the outside world.

Happiness can only be discovered as a gift of harmony between the whole and each single component. Even science  and you know it better than I do  points to an understanding of reality as a place where every element connects and interacts with everything else.

And this brings me to my second message. How wonderful would it be if the growth of scientific and technological innovation would come along with more equality and social inclusion. How wonderful would it be, while we discover faraway planets, to rediscover the needs of the brothers and sisters orbiting around us.

How wonderful would it be if solidarity, this beautiful and, at times, inconvenient word, were not simply reduced to social work, and became, instead, the default attitude in political, economic and scientific choices, as well as in the relationships among individuals, peoples and countries.

Only by educating people to a true solidarity will we be able to overcome the culture of waste, which doesnt concern only food and goods but, first and foremost, the people who are cast aside by our techno-economic systems which, without even realizing it, are now putting products at their core, instead of people.

Solidarity is a term that many wish to erase from the dictionary. Solidarity, however, is not an automatic mechanism. It cannot be programmed or controlled. It is a free response born from the heart of each and every one. Yes, a free response!

When one realizes that life, even in the middle of so many contradictions, is a gift, that love is the source and the meaning of life, how can they withhold their urge to do good to another fellow being?

In order to do good, we need memory, we need courage and we need creativity. And I know that TED gathers many creative minds. Yes, love does require a creative, concrete and ingenious attitude. Good intentions and conventional formulas, so often used to appease our conscience, are not enough. Let us help each other, all together, to remember that the other is not a statistic or a number. The other has a face. The you is always a real presence, a person to take care of.

There is a parable Jesus told to help us understand the difference between those whod rather not be bothered and those who take care of the other. I am sure you have heard it before. It is the Parable of the Good Samaritan.

When Jesus was asked: Who is my neighbor? - namely, Who should I take care of? - He told this story, the story of a man who had been assaulted, robbed, beaten and abandoned along a dirt road. Upon seeing him, a priest and a Levite, two very influential people of the time, walked past him without stopping to help. After a while, a Samaritan, a very much despised ethnicity at the time, walked by. Seeing the injured man lying on the ground, he did not ignore him as if he werent even there. Instead, he felt compassion for this man, which compelled him to act in a very concrete manner. He poured oil and wine on the wounds of the helpless man, brought him to a hostel and paid out of his pocket for him to be assisted.

The story of the Good Samaritan is the story of todays humanity. Peoples paths are riddled with suffering, as everything is centered around money, and things, instead of people. And often there is this habit, by people who call themselves respectable, of not taking care of the others, thus leaving behind thousands of human beings, or entire populations, on the side of the road.

Fortunately, there are also those who are creating a new world by taking care of the other, even out of their own pockets. Mother Teresa actually said: One cannot love, unless it is at their own expense.

We have so much to do, and we must do it together. But how can we do that with all the evil we breathe every day?

Thank God, no system can nullify our desire to open up to the good, to compassion and to our capacity to react against evil, all of which stem from deep within our hearts.

Now you might tell me, Sure, these are beautiful words, but I am not the Good Samaritan, nor Mother Teresa of Calcutta. On the contrary: we are precious, each and every one of us. Each and every one of us is irreplaceable in the eyes of God. Through the darkness of todays conflicts, each and every one of us can become a bright candle, a reminder that light will overcome darkness, and never the other way around.

To Christians, the future does have a name, and its name is Hope. Feeling hopeful does not mean to be optimistically nave and ignore the tragedy humanity is facing. Hope is the virtue of a heart that doesnt lock itself into darkness, that doesnt dwell on the past, does not simply get by in the present, but is able to see a tomorrow.

Hope is the door that opens onto the future. Hope is a humble, hidden seed of life that, with time, will develop into a large tree. It is like some invisible yeast that allows the whole dough to grow, that brings flavor to all aspects of life.

And it can do so much, because a tiny flicker of light that feeds on hope is enough to shatter the shield of darkness. A single individual is enough for hope to exist.

And that individual can be you. And then there will be another you, and another you, and it turns into an us. And so, does hope begin when we have an us? No. Hope began with one you. When there is an us, there begins a revolution.

The third message I would like to share today is, indeed, about revolution: the revolution of tenderness.

What is tenderness? It is the love that comes close and becomes real. It is a movement that starts from our heart and reaches the eyes, the ears and the hands. Tenderness means to use our eyes to see the other, our ears to hear the other, to listen to the children, the poor, those who are afraid of the future. To listen also to the silent cry of our common home, of our sick and polluted earth. Tenderness means to use our hands and our heart to comfort the other, to take care of those in need.

Tenderness is the language of the young children, of those who need the other. A childs love for mom and dad grows through their touch, their gaze, their voice, their tenderness. I like when I hear parents talk to their babies, adapting to the little child, sharing the same level of communication. This is tenderness: being on the same level as the other.

God Himself descended into Jesus to be on our level. This is the same path the Good Samaritan took. This is the path that Jesus Himself took. He lowered Himself, He lived His entire human existence practicing the real, concrete language of love.

Yes, tenderness is the path of choice for the strongest, most courageous men and women. Tenderness is not weakness; it is fortitude. It is the path of solidarity, the path of humility.

Please, allow me to say it loud and clear: the more powerful you are, the more your actions will have an impact on people, the more responsible you are to act humbly. If you dont, your power will ruin you, and you will ruin the other.

There is a saying in Argentina: Power is like drinking gin on an empty stomach. You feel dizzy, you get drunk, you lose your balance, and you will end up hurting yourself and those around you, if you dont connect your power with humility and tenderness.

Through humility and concrete love, on the other hand, power  the highest, the strongest one  becomes a service, a force for good.

The future of humankind isnt exclusively in the hands of politicians, of great leaders, of big companies. Yes, they do hold an enormous responsibility. But the future is, most of all, in the hands of those people who recognize the other as a you and themselves as part of an us.

We all need each other.

And so, please, think of me as well with tenderness, so that I can fulfil the task I have been given for the good of the other, of each and every one, of all of you, of all of us.

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Smaller changes expected from Council of Cardinals latest meeting

Vatican City  Pope Francis and his Council of Cardinals met this week to continue discussion on reforming the Roman Curia, focusing on the Congregation for the Evangelization of Peoples and the Pontifical Council Promoting the New Evangelization.

According to an April 26 communique, during their 19th session the cardinals studied texts to propose to Pope Francis regarding the Pontifical Council for Interreligious Dialogue, the Pontifical Council for Legislative Texts, and the three courts.

No big changes are expected out of this latest round of meetings  those changes were the new dicasteries formed last fall, Greg Burke, director of the Holy See Press Office, told journalists at a briefing Wednesday.

This time, Burke said, the cardinals and Pope focused on regulation within the departments, hoping to arrive at something like a new Pastor bonus, the 1988 apostolic constitution of St. John Paul II that regulates the competencies and work of the Roman Curia.

In the meetings they inspected texts for the three courts of the Roman Curia: the Apostolic Penitentiary, the Apostolic Signatura, and the Roman Rota.

The Apostolic Penitentiary is the tribunal in charge of cases involving excommunication and serious sins, including those whose absolution is reserved to the Holy See, while the Signatura functions as a sort of Supreme Court. The Rota, for its part, is akin to a court of appeals or court of last instance, and is also where marriage nullity cases are judged.

They also spent a significant amount of time discussing the selection and training of staff of the Holy See, both laity and clerics.

In addition to the nine members of the council and Pope Francis, officials of the State Secretariat, the Council of the Economy, and the Office of Work of the Apostolic See (ULSA) also took part.

Cardinal George Pell gave an update on the Secretariat for the Economy, particularly on the monitoring of budgets and the formation of personnel and human resources.

The cardinals, in addition to speaking about the tribunals and bishop selection, continued to discuss points brought up during the last round of meetings, including the possible restructuring of the Congregations for the Evangelization of Peoples and Oriental Churches, and the Pontifical Council for Interreligious Dialogue.

Cardinal Sean OMalley gave an update on the Pontifical Commission for the Protection of Minors, which he heads, speaking about their plenary meeting in March and their visits to various ministries.

Carrying over from previous meetings, the council of cardinals also discussed decentralization, the relationship between bishops conferences and the Roman Curia, and how to be more in service to local bishops.

Established by Pope Francis shortly after his pontificate began in 2013, the council serves as an advisory body on Church governance and reform, with special emphasis on the reform of Pastor bonus.

Keywords that have come out of the cardinals meetings so far and which have emerged as guiding principles for the ongoing Curial reform are harmonization, simplification, synodality, and the Churchs missionary drive.

The council of cardinals is set to meet again June 12-14 to continue discussion on moving forward in reforming curial structures.
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Pope donates rent for beach serving people with disabilities

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Vatican City  Pope Francis has donated the rent for a private Italian beach that allows disabled people to enjoy the shore, the charity that manages the project announced this week.

The group Work of Love, a Catholic non-profit, has rented part of the Little Madonna beach located near Rome since 2012 in an effort to give disabled people better access to the beach. It is equipped with ramps, walkways and specialized beach chairs and water-friendly wheelchairs, and includes amenities such as a snack bar, changing rooms, and showers.

The beach is run by a group of volunteers and specialized FINP (Italian Swimming Federation Paralympic) staff and is open every day of the week during peak summer swimming season.

Archbishop Konrad Krajewski, the papal almoner, told CNN Pope Francis gave the group an undisclosed sum to support the project that helps disabled youth and in particular to cover the cost of the annual rent for the beach known as the Little Madonna.

The beach is the only one of its kind in the region, and was created to allow all people to enjoy the beach without architectural and mental barriers, the group states on their site.

In a statement, the charity said they received the donation with enthusiasm and astonishment.

It is not the first time Pope Francis has sponsored trips to the beach. Last summer, Archbishop Krajewski told Vatican Insider that the Holy Father had been treating Romes homeless to beach trips followed by pizza parties, sometimes with the Pope himself serving up a slice.

He said the van would take about 10 people each day to go swimming on the Italian coast, nearly 20 miles from Rome. The archbishop drove the van, while passengers sang and listened to the radio. At the beach, each guest was offered a swimsuit and towel and afterwards was treated to pizza.

We certainly are not saving the world with some of these initiatives, we are not solving the problems of the homeless in Rome, but at least we are restoring to them a little dignity, Archbishop Krajewski said at the time.

Other initiatives carried out by Archbishop Krajewski on behalf of the Pope include a dormitory, barber services and showers for those in need. In 2015, the Pope invited a group of homeless people in Rome to the Sistine Chapel. In 2016, he invited 2,000 homeless people and migrants to the circus. Pope Francis also sent an electronic scooter to an elderly couple with disabilities, who had difficulty getting around. He has also given Christmas gifts to poor migrants and umbrellas to the homeless.
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Pope thanks charity organization for generous service to the Church

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Vatican City  On Thursday Pope Francis met with members of the U.S.-based Papal Foundation, telling them that in a world full of desperation, their charitable assistance helps the Church spread a message of hope to those most in need.

Todays world, so often torn by violence, greed and indifference, greatly needs our witness to the Gospel message of hope in the redemptive and reconciling power of Gods love, he said April 27.

He voiced his gratitude to the organization for your desire to assist the Churchs efforts to proclaim that message of hope to the ends of the earth and to work for the spiritual and material advancement of our brothers and sisters throughout the world, especially in developing countries.

Pope Francis met with members of the Philadelphia-based charitable organization Thursday morning in the Clementine Hall of the Apostolic Palace. They are gathered in Rome April 26-29 for their annual pilgrimage, during which they present the Pope with their annual contribution to his charities.

The Papal Foundation was established by U.S. Catholics in 1988 under St. John Paul II, to whom it offered its first donation of financial support in April 1990.

Since then, the organization, according to their website, has provided more than $111 million in grants and scholarships, the funds of which go toward building up the Church, educating and preparing leaders, and caring for vulnerable people, both young and old, throughout the world.

The primary purpose of the organization is to provide financial support for the Popes charities, with the commitment to walk in union with the Holy Father and the Magisterium of the Church as we bring the love of Christ to a world in need.

In 2015, the Papal Foundation awarded almost $15 million in grants and scholarships to various projects around the world, including to churches, seminaries, schools, hospitals, convents and monasteries, and in the areas of humanitarian aid, communications, and education.

Last year the foundation donated a whopping $10 million to support the Popes numerous global charitable initiatives.

In his speech, Pope Francis said he was happy to greet the group on their visit, particularly in the joy of the Easter season, when the Church celebrates the Lords victory over death and his gift of new life in the Holy Spirit.

It is my hope that your pilgrimage to the Eternal City will strengthen you in faith and hope, and in your commitment to promote the Churchs mission by supporting so many religious and charitable causes close to the heart of the Pope, he said.

Each of us, as a living member of Christs body, is called to foster the unity and peace that is the Fathers will, in Christ, for our human family and all its members, he continued.

Francis then said a vital part of their commitment to the work of the foundation is to pray for the needs of the poor, the conversion of hearts, the spread of the Gospel, and the Churchs growth in holiness and missionary zeal.

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Vatican praised, cautioned on dialogue with Al-Azhar University

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Vatican City  A leading scholar in the Arab world has applauded the goodwill of both the Vatican and the prestigious Islamic Al-Azhar university Pope Francis will visit for aiming to increase Catholic-Muslim dialogue.

But she also issued a warning that goodwill isnt enough for things to change.

Dialogue is good, generally any dialogue is good. Any kind of debate and any steps to show goodwill, to show a commitment, to show a recognition of the other in principle is very good, Mariz Tadros told CNA in an interview.

However, the extent to which this will translate into a change in eliminating or reducing the appeal of militant Islam, thats what Im questioning.

Tadros, who spoke over Skype from the U.K., is an author and scholar on persecution in the Arab world. She is currently a fellow at the Institute of Development Studies at Sussex University in the U.K.

She spoke ahead of Pope Francis April 28-29 visit to Cairo, where he is set to meet with Coptic Pope Tawadros II and the Grand Imam of the Mosque of al Azhar, Sheikh Ahmed Mohamed el-Tayyib, as well as Egypts president Abdel Fattah el-Sisi and the bishops of the local Catholic Church.

His visit comes as the result of a recent thawing in relations between the Vatican and the Al-Azhar University, which had been strained since 2011. The imam of Al-Azhar is considered by some Muslims to be the highest authority the 1.5-billion strong Sunni Muslim world and oversees Egypts Al-Azhar Mosque and the prestigious University attached to it.

Dialogue picked up between the two after el-Tayyib visited the Vatican in May 2016 with a message condemning the acts of Islamic fundamentalism, culminating a year later in the Popes visit to Egypt this weekend.

However, in addition to the heightened prospect for dialogue, the trip will also have an inevitable undertone of the very real risks Christians still face in Egypt, particularly from extremist factions of militant Islam.

While Catholic-Muslim dialogue has picked up over the past year, so have attacks against Coptic Christians.

According to His Grace Bishop Angaelos, general bishop of the Coptic Orthodox Church in the United Kingdom, there have been at least 40 reported murders of Christians in Egypt in the past four months alone.

In February 2015, Egyptian society was shocked by the grisly beheading 20 Orthodox Coptic faithful in Libya carried out by ISIS, the video of which was circulated online. The extremists have also claimed responsibility for several other high-profile attacks, including a bombing at St. Marks Coptic Orthodox Cathedral in Cairo in December that killed 29 people.

Most recently, ISIS claimed responsibility for twin bombings in Tanta and Alexandria April 9 that left some 45-people dead. The blasts took place on Palm Sunday, one of the holiest days in the Christian calendar commemorating Jesus entrance into Jerusalem before his Passion and Death.

With these attacks looming closely in the rear-view mirror, many are asking whether the Popes attention to dialogue with Islam, particularly his relationship with Al-Azhar and his trip to Egypt, will make a difference.

The debate surrounding Al-Azhar

According to Tadros, the prospect of any dialogue is good and shouldnt be discouraged. However, she cautioned that despite the well-intentioned gesture of meeting with the Pope and cementing good relations with the Holy See, there is still cause for concern regarding al-Ahar  particularly the universitys duplicitous curriculum.

When we look at institutions such as al-Azher, there have been many Egyptian non-Islamist Muslims, very progressive Muslims, who have sought to hold Al-Azhar accountable for the duality of its discourse, she said.

On one hand, Al-Azhar will sit with you and say we love you, we care for you, were all one citizenship, were all one people. But on the other hand, if you look at the syllabi, what they are teaching the generations of scholars that graduate from that university about the religious other, it is horrendous.

What they are teaching is undoubtedly a message that these are infidels, and at best they should be tolerated and at worst, killing them is not such a travesty.

If one actually looks at what comes out of Al-Azhar, theres a massive, massive disconnect between the public discourse and what is being taught to people across the country, she said, explaining that there have been several moderate Muslim activists who have called on the university to reform their syllabi, including a man who was jailed for his activism, but who has recently been released.

While Al-Azhar is seen by many militant Islamic groups as lacking legitimacy for not following the right path of Islam, others have criticized the university for failing to speak out strongly enough when condemning extremist groups such as ISIS.

Many have asked Al-Azhar to put their money where their mouth is, so to speak, and declare ISIS as un-Islamic. In short, its no longer good enough to simply condemn what they are doing, but the entity itself must be recognized as not being faithful to the Muslim religion.

As a Christian you can tell me, if you lie that is not consistent with Christianity, but you are not telling me, for shooting people in the name of Christianity, you no longer belong to Christianity. Do you see the difference? Tadros said.

But when it comes to Al-Azhar, they have consistently cowed away from declaring ISIS as not part of the Islamic community.

Although some might say making such a declaration is playing into the game of name-calling and labeling one another as infidels, Tadros stressed that unless you tell the broader international community that those who kill and maim and commit genocide in the name of Islam no longer are part of the Islamic community, they do not have the right to claim themselves as Muslim, nothing will change.

That, she said, is a very different story and they have cowed away from doing that.

Tadros clarified that she is in no way saying that dialogue between Pope Francis and al-Tayeeb isnt good or that it shouldnt happen. All Im saying is lets not count on that as a way of making militant Islam less appealing.

She stressed that there are a lot of Muslims that have shown solidarity with Christians in Egypt, including speaking out on their behalf after the most recent bombings earlier this month, proving that not all Muslims espouse the radical views of ISIS or other like-minded branches.

However, while not all Muslims are extremists, she said history has proven that no matter how much dialogue is done, fundamentalism will never entirely disappear from Islam.

When asked if she thought this was a realistic eventual outcome of the dialogue between the Vatican and Al-Azhar, she said absolutely not.

I think that is the biggest myth that exists in the West and its a myth that history has dispelled and is it a myth, the perpetuation of which, only serves to increase the vulnerability of religious minorities in the Middle East. In fact, I would say it directly contributes to it.

The growing threat of militant Islam is one that we should not take lightly, she said, because they are networked.

Even though organizationally they follow different leaders, there are links between them, they are well-resourced, they are recruiting people globally from around the world, and they represent an existential threat to Christians and religious pluralism and all kinds of pluralism in the region.

So while the importance of dialogue as an expression of finding common values and forging friendships across religions should be appreciated, it should only be valued to the extent that true goodwill and respect for the religious other result, she said.

But I do support those who challenge their effectiveness in making militant Islam more appealing or undermining its power and influence and implications for Christian minorities.

A history of persecution

Christian persecution has happened on and off for centuries in Egypt, but this intolerance recently spiked in the 1970s under President Anwar Sadat, who empowered radical Islamists, but was assassinated by fundamentalist army officers in 1981.

A period of higher tolerance ensued after Sadats death, but attacks targeting Christians picked back up during the Egyptian Revolution of 2011.

The 2011 revolution, part of the Arab Spring, had overthrown Hosni Mubarak, a military officer who had been Egypts president since 1981. The following year Morsi, of the Islamist movement the Muslim Brotherhood, became the first democratically elected Egyptian president.

On July 3, 2013, Egypts military ousted Morsi, and in August began a crackdown on the Muslim Brotherhood. Violence then spread across the country, with Islamists killing hundreds of people from August to October. Churches were vandalized, burned, and looted, as were the homes and businesses of Christians.

In January 2014, the interim government approved a new constitution, leading to the May 2014 election of Abdel Fattah el-Sisi as the countrys new president. The elections were boycotted by the Muslim Brotherhood as well as other political groups.

Tadros explained that part of the chaos after the revolution was due to a complete breakdown in public safety and law and order in which police left the streets and organized groups of thugs took over, meaning public safety was no longer a guarantee.

With a lack of secure borders given the crisis in Egypt and the collapse of nearby Libya, extremists became emboldened, and began smuggling and trading weapons with greater confidence and ease.

Radical Islam also began to take on different forms in this time, Tadros said, explaining that whereas previously terrorists were homegrown and committed smaller acts of violence, the rise of factions such as ISIS looking to impose maximum damage through suicide bombs is new.

The fact that ISIS is now a player is a game-changer, she said, explaining that with an increase in deadly attacks, there is greater need for security. However, she voiced doubt that the current state of emergency declared by el-Sisi in wake of the April 9 bombings will be effective in terms of protecting Copts.

From a scholarly and historic point of view, emergency law has done nothing, she said, noting that it was implemented by both Mubarak and Morsi when they were in power, and in both cases it was not conducive to the well-being of the Egyptian population in general.

Since his election el-Sisi has been praised for receiving representatives from both the Orthodox and Catholics, as well as Protestants.

However, even though the situation has officially improved under el-Sisi, who has said and done the right things, Tadros said the improvement is due not so much to el-Sisis efforts as it is to the fact that Morsi was driven from power.

The situation under el-Sisi is very complicated, because on the one hand there is an improvement in the Copts everyday experience. Not directly as a consequence of any of el-Sisis policies by any stretch of the imagination, but it is an unintended outcome of ousting Morsi, she said.

Never in the modern history of the Copts have they been such a target of militant targeting as they are today, she said, explaining that if fundamentalists want to target Copts, there is realistically little that can be done to stop them.

How can Christians be helped?

With Christians in Egypt increasingly becoming a target of systematic violence and a bleak prospect of effective help from the government, Tadros suggested several things that can be done now to help the 9 million-strong Coptic community in Egypt.

First, security is crucial, she said, explaining that the ability to ensure basic protection of schools, places of worship such as churches and monasteries, and faith-based organizations, is extremely important.

Another essential help is drying out the sources of funding, Tadros said, noting that currently we do have a problem with Saudi Arabia, Qatar and other Arab countries funding Islamist movements.

They have to be named and shamed, and even if it goes to the point of economic sanctions against any country that funds Islamist movements, that would significantly help the Christians, she said, adding that this is one of those unintended outcomes: if you remove their sources of income, they cant buy arms, and therefore their ability to strike is significantly decreased.

A third option Tadros mentioned is the growth and promotion of solidarity among the different churches in the region. As an example, the scholar noted how Pope Francis called Coptic Pope Tawadros personally to offer his sympathies after the April 9 attacks.

We need to see more of that, she said, stressing the need for Christians of all rites and practices to band together, because divided we fall, united were strong.

Finally, she pointed to the importance of raising awareness in international Christian communities of the existential threat that Christians in the Middle East face.

Were no longer talking about what we saw in Egypt four or five years ago where its a number of Muslim mobs burning a number of houses, she said. We are now talking about a broader, new strategic plan to eliminate Christianity from the region.

The global community, she said, needs to raise awareness and sensitize their congregations of the need to support the churches in the Middle East in various ways, such as through prayer and concrete initiatives that will help those who have lost everything to rebuild their lives.

Another important aspect is strengthening local Christian civil society, she said, because sometimes Church leadership, such as in the case of Egypt, find themselves in a position where they cant come out and criticize governments, theres too much at stake.

So you need Christian civil society that play the role of monitoring the situation, raising alarm bells when they see signs of genocide and of strengthening local initiatives.

Holding governments accountable is also part of the equation, she said, sometimes by criticizing the government, and sometimes mobilizing against government policy if its not going to be conducive to citizenship.
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Why Russias new ban on Jehovahs Witnesses is so troubling

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Moscow, Russia  The Jehovahs Witnesses have been banned as an extremist group in a Thursday Supreme Court decision that observers feared signaled a further step back for religious liberty.

For Jehovahs Witnesses, this is going to be a frightening time, Lorcan Price, ADF International legal counsel in Strasbourg, told CNA April 21.

It effectively means that holding their beliefs and manifesting them is tantamount to a criminal act in Russia. They risk new levels of persecution by the Russian authorities.

Price saw the move as continuing the reversal of positive trends in post-Soviet Russia.

What were seeing really is the slide back into the type of attitude that characterized the worst of oppression in the 20th century by the Soviet regime in Russia, he added. Its obviously very sad and disheartening to see that happening again.

Russias Justice Ministry in March ordered that the Jehovahs Witnesses denomination be liquidated and disbanded. Judges ordered the closure of the denominations Russian headquarters and almost 400 local chapters. The denominations property would also be seized.

The denominations lawyer, Viktor Zhenkov, said the group would appeal the court ruling upholding the order.

We consider this decision an act of political repression that is impermissible in contemporary Russia, Zhenkov told the New York Times.

Russia has duties under the European Court of Human Rights to protect freedom of worship and belief.

The Russian Orthodox Church is predominant in Russia, and some of its members have pushed to outlaw or curb the Jehovahs Witnesses. Russias federal security service, the FSB, also holds the denomination under deep suspicion.

Svetlana Borisova, who represented the Justice Ministry in the Supreme Court, charged that the denominations members had shown signs of extremist activity that represent a threat to the rights of citizens, social order and the security of society.

Price said the ruling was very disappointing and shocking, but not surprising given negative trends.

Last year in particular the government adopted some very draconian and far-reaching legislation that has severely disrupted the right of worship and freedom of belief in Russia, he said.

Anti-terrorism measures have given Russian police powers to disrupt private worship services, to arrest and detain individuals handing out unapproved religious materials, and to outlay any publish preaching without prior approval from Russian authorities.

The Jehovahs Witnesses suffered intense persecution under the Soviet era until the fall of communism in 1991. A 2002 anti-extremism law and a broader definition of extremism in 2006 once again put legal pressure on the denomination

Price said an appeal to the European Court of Human Rights could produce a positive response, but Russia has a long history of ignoring decisions from that court, which relies on diplomatic pressure to enforce its decisions.

For Christians and minority faiths in Russia this is a frightening time, he said. Obviously we hope that people will pray for them.

What we hope is ultimately the Russian government will take notice of international condemnation and reverse these policies.
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Christians are the most widely targeted religious group in the world

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Washington D.C.  When it comes to religious persecution, Christians are the most widely targeted community, said a new report released this week.

But despite oppression and threat of violence, the faithful should not be afraid, said a Pakistani archbishop.

Pakistans Christians have made vital contributions to the countrys history and must not refrain from professing their faith in the midst of the current persecution, Archbishop Sebastian Shaw, OFM of Lahore, Pakistan.

Even under discrimination or some violent actions, Christians should take courage, he said, citing the words of Jesus that people will hate you on account of My name.

You are not guilty, but because you are Christians and because you are following the Gospel values  being honest, being more responsible, being more dutiful, more charitable, he said of Pakistans Christians, violence and harassment will follow.

Archbishop Shaw spoke with CNA at the National Press Club in Washington, D.C. at the April 20 release of the new report Under Caesars Sword. The archbishop leads the largest Catholic diocese in Pakistan, with around 500,000 members.

Under Caesars Sword documents not only the persecution of Christians around the world, but how they choose to respond to persecution. Christians are the most widely targeted religious community, the report explained, suffering terrible persecution globally.

There are three common responses of Christian communities to violence or harassment, the report noted: survival, strategies of association, and confrontation, which is the least common response.

Survival would entail communities choosing to remain where they are in the face of persecution, as minorities have in Iraq and Syria, and either gathering covertly for worship as underground churches do in China, or maintaining a tenuous relationship with regimes in power.

Communities utilizing association would develop relationships with other non-governmental organizations or international bodies like the United Nations, or would strengthen their social ties in their country through social services or practicing forgiveness.

Examples of this course of action would be Coptic Christians and Muslims in Egypt, who acted to protect each others churches and mosques from vandalism and violence in 2011.

Another example was in 1996 when, anticipating martyrdom, Christian de Cherg, leader of the Tibhirine Monks of Algeria who were martyred in 1996 during the uprising, wrote a letter to his would-be killers, forgiving them and inviting them to a future of living together in freedom.

Christian responses to persecution are almost always nonviolent and, with very few exceptions, do not involve acts of terrorism, the report stated.

Christians in Pakistan, Archbishop Shaw explained, helped build and unify the country when it was founded in 1947, especially through the health and social sectors and the educational institutions which formed some of the countrys present-day leaders, including the prime minister and the speaker of the National Assembly.

However, following the nationalization of the countrys schools in 1972, Pakistan became more Islamized and Christians were marginalized more and more, the archbishop said. They currently only make up around two percent of the countrys population.

Their marginalization includes infringements upon their rights and mob violence. Acts of terror against Christians have also increased, with a suicide bomber killing 72 and injuring 340 last year in an attack on a Christian celebration of Easter Sunday at a park in Lahore.

Additionally, anti-blasphemy laws have resulted in 40 persons on death row or serving life in prison, according to the U.S. Commission on International Religious Freedom. The laws, which do not require evidence for an accusation and which carry the harshest of penalties, have been used to harass Christians. Mob violence is utilized to pressure the government and the courts to issue or uphold harsh sentences for Christians for alleged crimes.

Asia Bibi, a Christian mother of five, was convicted in 2010 for alleged blasphemy but the countrys Supreme Court suspended her death sentence and her case is still in question, Archbishop Shaw said.

Today, Christians dont count as a full person according to the countrys witnessing law, which requires the testimony of two Christian men to equal that of one Muslim man when witnessing to a crime. Women are also considered below men, as four Christian women would have to testify to count as a full witness.

New textbooks in schools have also circulated which contain hate material, the archbishop said, which prevents a harmonious society from growing.

Archbishop Shaw said he tells Christians you were born in Pakistan, so God has a special purpose for you to be born in Pakistan, saying their presence there is no accident.

Christians should not back away from the public square, he insisted, but should be assertive enough to profess your faith in a very dignified way.

He exhorted them not to fight, in response to violence, but that does not mean that you let people kill you. You have to be courageous to approach people in a very assertive way to share your values in being human and being a Christian.

Christians should seek to grow in knowledge of their faith and their religious traditions, he said, and should share their faith with others through interreligious dialogue. This last part is key, he said, because if Christians and Muslims can have a roundtable to learn each others religious values, then they can find common ground.

Some of the worst persecution of Christians occurs in countries where they are isolated and which are largely closed off to outside research, the report said, countries like North Korea, Eritrea, Somalia, and Yemen.

Christians worldwide should seek to implement these practices of dialogue, bridge-building with other members of society, and non-violence, the report said.

The benefits of these strategies may seem short-term and modest, but from the standpoint of those persecuted, the strategies reflect a kind of divine logic, one rooted not only in hope for reward and fulfillment in the life to come but also in the conviction that should these communities remain true to their faith, there will come a day when the persecuting regime or militant group may pass away and the church spring up and branch out with vigor, as it has done so often in history before, the report stated, citing the early Christians faith amidst the persecutions by the Roman Empire.

Those who wish to act in solidarity with persecuted Christians can imitate their creative and faithful pragmatism, the report concluded.
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Australian bishops: Assisted suicide is the opposite of health care

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Melbourne, Australia  Proposals to legalize euthanasia in the Australian state of Victoria are based on misplaced compassion, the local bishops said.

Euthanasia and assisted suicide are the opposite of care and represent the abandonment of the sick and the suffering, of older and dying persons, the bishops said April 18.

We ask Victorians to continue to love and care for those who are sick and suffering rather than abandoning them to euthanasia or supporting them to suicide. Our ability to care says much about the strength of our society.

Their pastoral letter was signed by the four bishops with dioceses in Victoria state, including Archbishop Denis Hart of Melbourne.

Lawmakers in Victoria aim to allow assisted dying, meaning both euthanasia and assisted suicide, in limited circumstances.

In 2016 a parliamentary committee recommended that Victoria advance towards legalizing assisted suicide and euthanasia. The Government endorsed the proposal and at present there is a consultation to determine how such laws can be made safe.

The bishops countered: We should be clear  there is no safe way to kill people or to help them to their own suicide. The commandment You Shall Not Kill is central to both biblical and civil law, they said, encouraging the Catholic faithful and others to pray and act against the bill.

While it is never easy to face the end of life of a loved one, we cannot support this kind of legalization however it is described, they continued.

Assistance in our time of dying is something that we should all want for ourselves and for others  however, this should not involve a lethal injection or offering a lethal dose.

Instead of legalizing assisted suicide, everyone should respond to the sick and the suffering with truth and compassion, the bishops said, affirming that everyone has the duty to protect, nurture and sustain life to the best of our ability.

The bishops cited Pope Francis Nov. 15, 2014 speech to Italian physicians, which contrasted the false compassion of assisted suicide with the compassion of the Gospel that accompanies us in times of need and the compassion of the Good Samaritan who draws near and provides concrete help.

According to the Victorian bishops, euthanasia and assisted suicide legislation has been continually rejected since a short experiment in Australias Northern Territory state.

Why? Because when parliamentarians take the time to debate the issue fully and to consider all the consequences they realize that to legalize euthanasia and assisted suicide would threaten the lives of vulnerable people, the bishops said.

The bishops warned that the legislation could create a lower threshold of care and protection for the sick, the suffering and the vulnerable.

Such a law would serve to exploit the vulnerability of those people, exposing them to further risk, they said.

Even limited legalization would be a first step towards further expansion, the pastoral letter continued. Where assisted suicide and euthanasia have been legalized, their legality has been broadened to apply to children or psychological illness.

In Holland, there is pressure to allow assisted suicide for people over the age of 70 who have simply become tired of life, said the bishops.

The bishop stressed the blessings the elderly provide for society. Care for them should be done in gratitude, as part of a culture of love and care.

The Victorian bishops thanked the government for its commitment to palliative care and encouraged more investment in this path instead of assisted suicide or euthanasia. They pointed to Catholic contributions in networks of hospice care, hospitals, aged care, and other services, encouraging further support for these.
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They lost everything in Perus floods. Now theyre asking for Bibles

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Lima, Peru  Archbishop Jos Antonio Eguren of Piura and Tumbes, Peru visited the inhabitants of one of the areas most affected by the recent floods in northern Peru, who asked him to help them get some Bibles.

According to the Archdiocese of Piura, a group of victims from the Pedregal Chico settlement in Baja Piura approached the archbishop last week and asked him for some Bibles because the ones they had were lost in the flood.

They said that the Word of God is essential for them and for the continuity of their family catechetical programs and ongoing catechesis they have implemented in their village, said a news brief from the archdiocese.

Archbishop Eguren promised to get the Bibles and assured the victims that the love of God does not abandon them nor has he forgotten them.

The archbishop, accompanied by volunteers and authorities from the charitable group Caritas, brought three tons of food supplies for the more than 300 families in this area, who were hard hit by the Piura River overflowing in recent weeks.

The river waters obliterated homes, workshops, plazas, ranches and farm fields, completely flooding the village and reaching a level of five feet.

To save their lives, the villagers had to leave everything behind and flee with nothing but the clothes on their backs.

Much of the village has been buried under a thick layer of much. Some 80 percent of the homes have been demolished, while rice and cotton fields have been destroyed.

Today, the almost 1800 inhabitants of this village, devoted mainly to farming and handicrafts, spend the day in makeshift and uncomfortable tents, without basic services, living together with sickness and extreme poverty, the Archdiocese of Piura reported.

They just ask that we dont forget about their situation and that we help them so they can recover.

They are people of deep faith and despite everything they have suffered they have not lost hope or the desire to go on, since theyre sure that with the help of the love of God, their desire to work and our aid they will be able to again see their people better off than before, the news brief concludes.
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Mexican pro-lifers demand expulsion of abortion ship

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Mexico City, Mexico  With abortion illegal in Mexico, a ship providing the procedure has landed on the countrys coast, drawing outrage from the local pro-life movement.

The boat, property of the Dutch abortion NGO Women on Waves, was expelled from Guatemala in February this year and will be stationed off the Mexican coast April 21-23.

According to the Women on Waves website, during these days they will perform abortions on women up to nine weeks pregnant. The vessel dropped anchor in international waters across from the port of Ixtapa in the Mexican state of Guerrero.

Among the Mexican institutions that support the abortion ship are GIRE (Group for Information on Chosen Reproduction), the abortion multinational Catholics for Choice, and IPAS which funds abortion initiatives in various parts of the world.

The international pro-life website CitizenGo, however, said that Women on Waves is trying to circumvent the law and that they are running interference by choosing precisely the dates prior to the tenth anniversary of the decriminalization of abortion in Mexico City, Monday, April 24.

In a petition drive addressed to the President of Mexico, Enrique Pea Nieto and senior military officials, CitizenGo said that abortion in Mexico is in no case considered a right. It is decriminalized in the case of rape provided the rape has been reported.

And in the case of Mexico City it is decriminalized, not legalized  in specific circumstances, the organization said. Trying to circumvent the law is a malicious fraud. Attempting to change it is interference and an attack on national sovereignty.
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Never tire of fighting for human rights, religious liberty advocate insists

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Washington D.C.  Amid a rising tide of violence, imprisonment, and harassment on account of peoples religious beliefs, the United States cannot grow weary of defending religious freedom, a leading advocate insisted Wednesday.

Its kind of a fatigue that people get on these kinds of issues, that theyre happening everywhere and what can you do, Fr. Thomas Reese, chair of the U.S. Commission on International Religious Freedom, told reporters on a conference call April 26. And we think thats really a tragedy.

Any violation of freedom of religion is something that impacts people on a very fundamental level, he continued. Its human beings that are in jail, its human beings that are being tortured and persecuted. Religious beliefs are at the core of who we are and our identity as persons.

USCIRF, a bipartisan commission which, in the words of its chair, monitors the universal right to freedom of religion or belief abroad and makes policy recommendations to Congress, the State Department, and the White House, released its annual report on international religious freedom on Wednesday.

In 1998, the International Religious Freedom Act created the commission and mandated that both it and the State Department release annual reports on the state of religious freedom.

It also created the office of Ambassador at-Large for International Religious Freedom. That office has been vacant since President Donald Trump assumed office.

In order to help protect and preserve this right [religious freedom] for all, our American government should do more, and as a first step, nominate and confirm an Ambassador-at-Large for International Religious Freedom, Sen. James Lankford (R-Okla.) said.

As a nation, we cannot ensure that the fundamental right of religious freedom is protected for all people if we do not actively address the egregious violations being committed by nations with whom the United States interacts, including our own allies, he continued.

In the last year, the situation for global religious freedom grew worse, the USCIRF report said, in both the depth and breadth of violations.

For instance, the Islamic State perpetrated genocide against ethnic and religious minorities in Iraq and Syria, which in March of 2016 then-Secretary of State John Kerry declared was taking place, the first time the U.S had declared genocide as it was occurring since 2004.

Egregious abuses like attempted genocide and wholesale destruction of places of worship have overshadowed countless other abuses like anti-blasphemy laws, restrictive laws on association, registration laws for religious minorities, and government harassment of religious minorities in the name of national security, the report said.

One of the key aspects of the report is the commissions recommendations for the Countries of Particular Concern (CPC) list. The State Department designates certain countries as CPCs to draw public attention to the areas where the worst violations of religious freedom are taking place.

The CPC designation carries with it legal tools that the president and Congress can use to pressure these countries to improve the respect for freedom of religion there, like imposing sanctions or negotiating a binding agreement when necessary after previous consultations with the government in question, the report said.

Currently China, Burma, Eritrea, North Korea, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan, Iran, Saudi Arabia, and Sudan occupy the CPC list.

In Burma, a whole class of persons, the Rohingya Muslims, are not recognized as citizens, thus remaining stateless and vulnerable to displacement and violations of their human rights. Christian minorities are restricted from public worship and subjected to coerced conversion to Buddhism, the report said.

North Korea features one of the worlds most repressive regimes where religious freedom is profoundly repressed, with people imprisoned, tortured, and killed because of their religious belief.

However, USCIRF also recommends that Russia, the Central African Republic, Nigeria, Pakistan, Syria, and Vietnam be on the CPC list.

Vietnam was previously designated a CPC by the State Department, but was removed from the list in 2006 despite USCIRFs insistence that it remain.

For the first time, we call out Russia as a CPC, Fr. Reese stated on Wednesday at a teleconference introducing the report. Vladimir Putin and the Russian government have shown themselves to be some of the worst and most serious violators of religious freedom in the world.

He cited the recent ban on Jehovahs Witnesses from operating in the country by Russias supreme court as only the latest example of a troubling trend of violations, especially those related to the countrys use of an anti-extremism law. That law is used to crack down on religious minorities in the name of national security, USCIRF explained.

The Russian governments premeditated attack [on Jehovahs Witnesses] demonstrates that it does not consider itself bound by internationally-recognized norms or conventions, Fr. Reese said. A Russian justice minister official reportedly described Jehovahs Witnesses as a threat to public order and public security. Given that the witnesses are known globally for their pacifism and avoidance of politics, that statement is as absurd on its face as it seems.

In the Caucasus region, the countrys anti-extremism law has been abused for years, Fr. Reese noted. Anyone with a beard is considered an extremist and can be arrested, he said.

He also noted that in Crimea, a Ukrainian region annexed by Russia in 2014, the nation is imposing its very tough registration laws on the religions in the Crimea, as well as the arrest of Muslim Tatar leaders and persecution of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church.

In December 2016 another law passed the United States Congress to make major upgrades to the existing International Religious Freedom Act. Among other things, it called for the designation of EPCs, or entities of particular concern for non-state actors which perpetrate serious abuses of religious freedom, such as the Islamic State, which can at times be the most egregious violators of religious freedom, Fr. Reese noted.

USCIRF recommended that the State Department use the EPC label for three groups: the Islamic State in Syria and Iraq, the Taliban in Afghanistan, and al-Shabaab in Somalia.

The reason why groups like al-Qaeda and Boko Haram were not recommended for EPCs is because they lost territory and political power that other groups like the Islamic State had, Fr. Reese explained.

Additionally, the commission had previously recommended a CPC status for Egypt and Iraq, but decided not to do so in 2017.

In Egypt we see positive steps, Fr. Reese said, pointing to the governments engagement with minority religious communities like the embattled Coptic Christians. However, these minorities are still subject to serious attacks by Islamic State affiliates, he maintained, and the country has a dismal overall human rights situation.

In Iraq, Islamic State continues to commit genocide and ruthlessly targets anyone who does not adhere to its barbaric worldview, Fr. Reese said, yet the central government has tried to decrease sectarian tensions.

Tier 2 countries are not the worst violators of religious freedom, but serious abuses still took place in these areas. USCIRF listed Afghanistan, Azerbajan, Bahrain, Cuba, Egypt, India, Indonesia, Iraq, Pakistan, Laos, Malaysia, and Turkey as Tier 2 countries.

Bahrain was listed as a Tier 2 country for the first time, Fr. Reese explained. That governments campaign against its majority-Shia Muslim population intensified during the year, particularly a significant increase in the number of arrests and unfounded charges against Shia clerics, he said.

The report also made recommendations for U.S. refugee policy, including the reauthorization of the Lautenberg Amendment which would help with the resettlement of persecuted religious and ethnic minorities fleeing Iran. We have supported that as a way of facilitating the resettlement of people who have suffered religious persecution, Fr. Reese said.

These persons are very vulnerable, he said of those fleeing persecution, and they should get a priority in terms of refugee status which is based on their vulnerability.

President Trump, in a revised executive order in March, temporarily halted refugee resettlement and ultimately called for a cap to refugee admissions in FY 2017 at 50,000, down from the 85,000 the U.S. accepted the previous fiscal year and the planned number of 110,000 in FY 2017.

In response, USCIRF urged the Trump Administration to continue refugee resettlement, the report said. While resettlement to a third country is only possible for less than one percent of the worlds refugees, it is a vital protection for the most vulnerable, especially at a time of appalling mass atrocities and unprecedented forced displacement.

The number of those forcibly displaced from their homes is at its highest ever recorded, over 65 million as of 2016, according to the UN.

USCIRF also monitored abuses of religious freedom in Western Europe, including an increase of anti-Semitic incidents and Islamophobia.

Laws restricting religious dress and the ability to wear symbols like Frances ban on burqas are causing more unrest and problems, Fr. Reese insisted. I think its something that we want our friends in Europe to take a second look at.

Another recommendation the report made was for the U.S. to not refer to freedom of religion as freedom of worship.

Such a reference, it said, does not convey all aspects of the internationally protected right to freedom of religion or belief, which includes choosing, changing, and sharing ones beliefs, as well as holding no religious beliefs.
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New study: Birth control pills reduce womens well-being

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Stockholm, Sweden  A new Swedish study has shown that women who are taking the contraceptive pill might be putting themselves at risk for decreasing their overall health and well-being.

Mood swings, energy level shifts, and a significantly lower quality of life were the reported side effects of the contraceptive pill when the three-month study had concluded.

Despite the fact that an estimated 100 million women around the world use contraceptive pills we know surprisingly little today about the pills effect on womens health, said Professor Angelica Linden Hirschberg, one of the studys leaders, according to the Karolinska Institute.

The scientific base is very limited as regards the contraceptive pills effect on quality of life and depression and there is a great need for randomized studies where it is compared to placebos, Dr. Hirschberg continued.

The study that explored the side effects of contraception was conducted by the Karolinska Institute and Stockholm School of Economics, and included 340 healthy women between the age of 18-35. Their findings were recently published in the scientific journal Fertility and Sterility.

A randomized group of women in the study were given a placebo pill, and the other group was given a common contraceptive pill with levonorgestrel and ethniylestradoil. Both groups of women and the leaders of the study were unaware of which pills the women were taking.

Compared to the placebo group, the women taking the pill reported back saying their self-control, vitality and moods were all impacted by the contraception, and noted that their quality of life plunged significantly.

This possible degradation of quality of life should be paid attention to and taken into account in conjunctions with prescribing of contraceptive pills and when choosing a method of contraception, stated Niklas Zethraeus, one of the studys co-authors, according to the Independent.

While most women are aware that some side effects come will taking contraceptive pills, more and more studies are showing just how negative the impact can be.

Last year, a popular Danish study reported the adverse connection between hormonal birth control and depression, which linked women on the pill to a subsequent use of anti-depressants.

While this particular Swedish study did not pick up on any increase in depression, the researchers did note that contraception cannot be generalized and that different pills carry different side effects.

All types of hormonal contraception have advantages and disadvantages. This possible effect on life quality adds to this knowledge and could be of particular importance for women who have experienced negative mood symptoms previously, Dr. Hirschberg stated.

For the over 100 million users of contraceptive pills, the studys researchers suggested that the negative life quality impact could be of clinical importance for women, and is something that women should be aware of.

Court ruling could yank funds for non-Catholics at Catholic schools in Canada

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Regina, Canada  Non-Catholic students at Catholic schools in the Canadian province of Saskatchewan will not receive taxpayer funding, a judge ruled last week.

The Saskatchewan Catholic School Boards Association criticized the April 20 ruling, saying Catholic school divisions have the right to decide to admit non-Catholic students and to determine the extent to which their admission allows them to have a truly authentic faith-based Catholic school system.

Our faith is a journey that includes inquiry of non-Catholics and growth of existing members. This requires inclusion and a welcoming spirit, the school boards association said in a letter responding to the decision.

The association charged that the complaint threatens parents choices and limits the choices of non-Catholic parents.

Court of Queens Bench Justice Donald Layh ruled that any provincial government funding would violate Canadas Charter of Rights and Freedoms, the states duty of religious neutrality, and equality rights.

The ruling will take effect in July 2018.

The decision concerned a lawsuit between the Good Spirit School Division and the Christ the Teacher Catholic Separate School Division, the Canadian site Global News reports.

The lawsuit challenged the creation of a separate school division in 2003 in the village of Theodore, 130 miles northeast of Regina, before the villages public school closed.

Some parents of non-Catholic students decided to send their children to the local Catholic school instead of busing them to a public school in another town.

A local public school division filed a legal complaint against the Catholic school division and the provincial government in 2005. The complaint charged that the funding was unconstitutional and wrongly put the Catholic school in the role of a public school. Funding of non-Catholic students at the Catholic school constituted discrimination against public schools, the complaint said.

The complaint also charged that the creation of the new school division was not qualified. It charged that the division was created to prevent the public school from closing.

Tom Fortosky, the Saskatchewan Catholic School Boards Association president, said the association was obviously disappointed by the decision and was evaluating its response.

This has already been a 12-year journey instigated by the public boards, and we dont have much of an appetite to spend more on legal defense, he said April 20. However, we have an obligation to stand up for the constitutional rights of separate school divisions, so we are giving serious consideration to an appeal.

Saskatchewans head of government, Premier Brad Wall, has said the ruling is not good news for the provinces students. Consider the implications here  you could have massively overpopulated public schools and empty or near-empty separate schools. You could actually risk the viability of community schools because theres a number of people who will choose to send their students to the school closest to them.

We want to give parents as much choice as possible, Wall said April 24. Thats where we will stand on this issue and were going to work to be able to preserve that stance.
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University meets harsh criticism for Plan B in vending machine

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Washington D.C.  A California university came under fire for dispensing Plan B contraceptive pill in a vending machine, with one critic calling the move inadequate in meeting the real needs of women.

Colleges and universities should be offering pregnant and parenting students options of housing, financial aid, diaper decks, and childcare instead of handing over abortion drugs, said Kristan Hawkins, executive director of Students for Life.

No woman should be forced to choose between the life of her child and her education, she told CNA.

A study room at the University of California Davis recently installed a Wellness To Go vending machine that includes Plan B among other items such as condoms, tampons, pregnancy tests and Advil.

The move has been met with mixed reactions from students, with one calling it a great thing for women, according to CNN affiliate KTXL.

However, another student slammed the development as promoting recklessness and irresponsibility among UC Davis attendees.

It is promoting like Oh hey, go and have unsafe sex because then you have a backup option and its gonna be cheaper than if you just wanna go to a drug store, Jordan Herrera told the affiliate.

Students for life coordinates a Pregnant on Campus Initiative, which provides resources for students who are pregnant and do not wish to undergo an abortion.

Plan B has been the source of religious freedom troubles for pharmacists and drugstore owners who consciously object to dispensing the pills.

Greg Stormans and his family, who have been operating a small grocery store and pharmacy for the past four generations, had no idea they would be at the center of a firestorm in 2007, when the Washington Pharmacy Commission began to require pharmacies to dispense the abortion-inducing drugs Plan B and ella and make conscience-based referrals illegal.

In July 2007, the Stormans filed a lawsuit against Washington state to stop enforcement of the newly passed regulations. The legal battle continues to this day. In July 2015, the U.S. Court of Appeals for the 9th Circuit reversed a district courts decision to suspend the regulations.

Previously, Stormans would have been allowed to refer customers elsewhere if they requested Plan B or ella. However, the new Washington law requires Stormans to offer the drugs himself, becoming the first state in the country to prohibit customer referrals for religious reasons.

Since the lawsuit began, Stormans said that his family has received numerous threats. In addition, their business saw a drop in sales by 30 percent, and as a result, they were forced to take a pay cut and reduce staff by 10 percent.
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Catholics speak out against execution of two more Arkansas inmates

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Little Rock, AR  As Arkansas prepares to conduct the first double execution in the U.S. since 2000, Catholics prayed for all involved in the execution and the victims of the capital crimes.

All of the actions around these executions in Arkansas display the flaws of the death penalty, said Catholic Mobilizing Network in a statement to CNA April 24.

Both Jack Jones and Marcel Williams are in poor health, raising the risk of complications likely to occur with the lethal injection protocol. Kenneth Williams, set to be executed on Thursday, has an outstanding intellectual disability case as well, the organization said.

Voicing prayers for both the victims and those involved in the scheduled executions, the group noted that both Jones and Williams have taken responsibility for their crimes, and said that this action should be met with mercy.

This forces you to ask the question, why so much energy, expense and focus on vengeance? This is an opportunity to stand for the dignity of all life, the group said.

Arkansas is set to execute two men  Jack Jones and Marcel Williams  on Monday evening, after a federal district judge on Friday denied their request to have their executions stopped and the state Supreme Court on Monday afternoon denied them a stay of execution.

Jones and Williams, scheduled to be executed on Monday evening, claimed that the states use of the sedative Midazolam could fail to achieve the intended effect of rendering them unconscious before the next two drugs, vecuronium bromide and potassium chloride, were administered. If this happened, the inmates said they could experience excruciating pain during their death.

The state had originally planned to execute eight inmates in 10 days before their supply of the drug Midazolam  used in their three-step lethal injection protocol  expired, but several of the executions have been stayed.

Inmates challenged the states use of Midazolam, claiming that there was a significant risk that the drug would not work as intended, but the Eighth Circuit Court of Appeals dismissed their claim.

Meanwhile, a Pulaski County Circuit Judge Wendell Griffin had halted the states use of vecuronium bromide in executions, after the medical supplier of vecuronium claimed that the state bought the drug from them and was deceptive about its planned use. The manufacturer of vecuronium had opposed its use in executions.

The state Supreme Court vacated Griffins ruling, however, and commissioned an investigation into whether he had violated the code of conduct for judges after he had participated in a rally against the planned executions on the same day he issued his decision. Griffin was also barred from hearing future death penalty cases.

One of the inmates, Ledell Lee, was executed on Thursday, April 20 after the Supreme Court refused to grant a stay of execution.

Of the two set to be executed on Monday evening, Jones was convicted for the 1995 murder of Mary Phillips and the attempted killing of her daughter, while Williams was convicted for the 1994 killing of Stacey Errickson.

A report by the Fair Punishment Project claimed that Jones was diagnosed with bipolar disorder, had been physically abused by his father as a child, had been sexually abused by strangers, and had twice attempted suicide before the 1995 killing. Marcel Williams, the report claimed, had been physically and sexually abused as a child, and had been pimped out by his mother to strangers for lodging and food stamps.

Kenneth Williams is also scheduled to be executed by Arkansas on Thursday. He has asked the state Supreme Court to halt his execution based on his claim of intellectual disability. He reportedly has an IQ score of 70, squarely within the intellectual disability range, according to the Fair Punishment Project.

Other inmates have had their executions halted. After the states parole board recommended clemency for Jason McGehee, convicted in the 1996 killing of John Melbourne, Jr., his execution was suspended by a federal district court because of a 30-day period for public comment before the board officially made its recommendation to the governor. McGehees scheduled execution fell within that 30-day period.

Two other inmates, Bruce Ward and Don Davis, saw their executions halted by the state Supreme Court as the U.S. Supreme Court considers another case, McWilliams v. Dunn, involving a prisoners request for a mental competency evaluation by an expert not selected by the state. The Court held oral arguments in the case on Monday.

Stacey Johnson was granted a stay of execution by the state Supreme Court for a hearing on DNA evidence in his case.

Bishop Anthony Taylor of Little Rock has already spoken out against the scheduled executions. He wrote Governor Asa Hutchinson (R) on March 1 to ask for the eight death sentences to be commuted to life without parole.

Though guilty of heinous crimes, these men nevertheless retain the God-given dignity of any human life, which must be respected and defended from conception to natural death, Bishop Taylor wrote. Since the penal system of our state is well equipped to keep them incarcerated for the rest of their life (and thus protect society), we should limit ourselves to non-lethal means.

Bishop Frank Dewane of Venice, chair of the U.S. bishops domestic justice committee, also called for the sentences to be commuted to life imprisonment.

Indeed, serious criminal activity must be met with appropriate punishment, he wrote. He cited Pope St. John Paul IIs encyclical Evangelium Vitae which said that death sentences should not be served for punishment except in cases of absolute necessity: in other words, when it would not be possible otherwise to defend society.

The U.S. has maximum security prisons which can neutralize an incarcerated persons threat to the general public, he added.

The planned executions follow a commutation of a Virginia inmates death sentence to life without parole by Governor Terry McAuliffe (D), who said that false information had been presented against Ivan Teleguz, 38, during the sentencing for a 2001 murder. The states bishops had praised the commutation because we have a profound respect for the sanctity of every human life, from its very beginning until natural death.
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Trump administration will continue defending HHS mandate in court
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Washington D.C.  With President Donald Trumps administration signaling that it is not dropping the HHS mandate cases against religious non-profits, plaintiffs are concerned that the action does not reflect promises made during the presidential campaign.

The government has a chance to do the right thing here. It got it wrong for five years in these cases, almost six years, said Eric Rassbach, deputy general counsel at the Becket Fund for Religious Liberty, which represents many non-profits in HHS mandate cases.

And they can do the right thing by dropping their appeals that are in favor of the mandate, and admitting that they were wrong on the issue of the contraceptive mandate, as applied to religious non-profits, Rassbach told CNA Tuesday.

During his presidential campaign, Trump had promised Catholics relief from the HHS mandate, which requires employers to offer health insurance plans covering contraception, sterilization and some early abortion drugs. In a letter to the Catholic Leadership Conference last October, he pointed to his opponent Hillary Clintons support for the mandate, and said that is a hostility to religious liberty you will never see in a Trump Administration.

After Trumps election, the plaintiffs challenging the mandate widely expected that the new administration would drop the governments appeal of the lawsuits, which federal circuit courts may re-examine in the coming months.

Instead of dropping the cases, however, the administration indicated that it intends to take the next step in the litigation process. On Tuesday, the Washington Post reported that the Justice Department had asked a federal appeals court for 60 extra days to negotiate an agreement with East Texas Baptist University and several other plaintiffs challenging the mandate. The Supreme Court last year had instructed the Obama administration to negotiate with the plaintiffs as the next step in the litigation process.

The Becket Fund said that the same lawyers that litigated the cases on behalf of the Obama administration are still on the mandate cases now under the Trump administration.

The HHS mandate was formed under the Affordable Care Act, which required preventive coverage in employer health plans. Obamas Department of Health and Human Services interpreted this to include coverage for contraceptives, sterilizations, and drugs that can cause abortions.

After a wave of criticism from religious employers to the original mandate, the Obama administration announced an accommodation whereby objecting non-profits would tell the government of their opposition, and their insurer or the third party administrator for the plans would be notified separately to include the coverage.

Many non-profits  including Catholic dioceses and the Little Sisters of the Poor  said that the process still forced them to cooperate in immoral behavior against their consciences. Some critics voiced concern that the cost of coverage would still end up getting passed along to the objecting employers in the form of higher premiums.

Hundreds of non-profits and other plaintiffs filed lawsuits over the mandate, even with the accommodation. Among these plaintiffs is EWTN Global Catholic Network. CNA is part of the EWTN family.

A number of those cases made their way to the Supreme Court in Zubik v. Burwell. Plaintiffs in the case include East Texas Baptist University, the Little Sisters of the Poor, the Archdiocese of Washington, and other dioceses, schools, and charities.

In March of 2016, the Court asked both the plaintiffs and the government to submit briefs explaining whether a compromise could be reached that provided for cost-free contraceptive coverage for employees and yet still respected the religious freedom of the objecting non-profits.

That request, which came after oral arguments and in the middle of the case, was almost unprecedented in its timing.

After both parties outlined ways where they believed both goals could be achieved, the Supreme Court last May sent the cases back to the federal circuit court level, vacated the previous decisions of those courts, ordered the government not to enforce the fines against plaintiffs for not complying with their demands, and instructed the courts to give the parties time to find a solution they could agree on.

Given the gravity of the dispute and the substantial clarification and refinement in the positions of the parties, the parties on remand should be afforded an opportunity to arrive at an approach going forward that accommodates petitioners religious exercise while at the same time ensuring that women covered by petitioners health plans receive full and equal health coverage, including contraceptive coverage, the Court stated.

We anticipate that the Courts of Appeals will allow the parties sufficient time to resolve any outstanding issues between them.

Bishop David Zubik of Pittsburgh, one of the plaintiffs in the cases, said in August that the federal government had an extremely aggressive interpretation of the Supreme Courts instructions and was apparently trying to take over the dioceses health plans.
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Fifty years ago, Colorado became the first state to legalize abortion
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Denver, CO  April 25 marks 50 years since Colorado became the first state in the U.S. to legalize abortion. In a statement released Tuesday, the bishops of Colorado called for continued prayers and efforts to build up a culture of life in the state.

Amid celebrating the joy of Christs resurrection, we pause to remember the dark shadow cast over Colorado 50 years ago, said a statement from the Colorado Catholic Conference.

As we reflect on the fiftieth anniversary of the legalization of abortion in Colorado, we express immense sympathy for the victims of this horrific assault on human dignity.

Colorado was the first state in the nation to decriminalize abortion. The initial legislation, signed into law April 25, 1967, allowed abortion in certain limited cases: rape, incest, or a prediction of permanent mental or physical disability of either the child or mother.

Sponsored by legislator Dick Lamm, the abortion bill was signed by Governor John Love, who stressed at the time that no medical facility or professional would ever be required to participate in an abortion.

I am certain that the operation provided for will occur only in hospitals, subject to a severe test of accreditation, which will successfully prevent anything approaching abortion clinics, he added at the time, according to the Associated Press.

Six years later, the U.S. Supreme Courts ruling in Roe v. Wade would declare abortion to be a constitutional right nationwide. The Colorado ruling also paved the way for other states, such as California, Oregon and North Carolina, to follow suit.

What began as a limited law in Colorado is now a much broader legalization, which allows for abortion throughout an entire pregnancy.

While the Colorado bishops lamented the past 50 years of legalized abortion within the state, they also highlighted the numerous pro-life efforts that are aiding pregnant women.

We owe an incredible debt of gratitude to those throughout Colorado who serve the pro-life cause in immeasurable ways, the bishops said.

We are encouraged and uplifted by the great number of young people that have taken up the cause of protecting and defending life with passion and enthusiasm. We honor the incredible work of pregnancy centers and agencies that provide vital counseling, pre- and post-natal care, housing and material support to those women in need of such care.

The bishops also underscored the importance of offering support to women without condemnation, while at the same time remaining firm in the denunciation of abortion. They encouraged the faithful to become active supporters of life by helping pregnant women or pro-life organizations.

During this Easter season, we are called to be men and women of the Resurrection  messengers of hope and life to a world often filled with affliction and suffering, they said.

May God give us strength to continue our efforts in Colorado to promote a culture that recognizes the dignity and beauty of every human life from conception to natural death.
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What pro-life Democrats have to say after being majorly shunned
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Washington D.C.  When the leader of the Democratic party pulled an about-face this week, claiming that support for abortion was a non-negotiable part of the platform, pro-life Democrats were utterly dismayed.

It was just stunning to see, Kristen Day, executive director of Democrats for Life of America, told CNA.

Day was referring to DNC chair Tom Perez supporting a Democratic mayoral candidate in Nebraska who had in the past embraced pro-life positions  and then the next day saying there was no room in the Democratic party for pro-life politicians.

Pro-life Democrats are deeply concerned about this extreme position that the Democratic Party has taken and this non-negotiable position, she said.

Last week, former Democratic presidential candidate Bernie Sanders (I-Vt.) and DNC chair Tom Perez publicly supported the Democratic candidate for mayor of Omaha, Neb., Heath Mello.

Mello had supported abortion restrictions in the past as a state senator. According to The Nation, Mello co-sponsored a bill in 2009 that mandated doctors to inform pregnant women of their option to view an ultrasound, and also voted for a 20-week abortion ban, a ban on abortion funding in health plans on the exchanges of the Affordable Care Act, and a law requiring the consent of one parent for minors to have abortions.

Mello was previously endorsed by the group Nebraska Right to Life in 2012, but he had also received a 100 percent rating from Planned Parenthood Voters of Nebraska in 2015, his campaign manager pointed out to the Huffington Post.

A Catholic, Mello said in a statement to the Huffington Post that while my faith guides my personal views, as Mayor I would never do anything to restrict access to reproductive health care.

Saint John Paul IIs encyclical Evangelium Vitae states that laws which legitimize the direct killing of innocent human beings through abortion or euthanasia are in complete opposition to the inviolable right to life proper to every individual; they thus deny the equality of everyone before the law.

The encyclical continues, abortion and euthanasia are thus crimes which no human law can claim to legitimize. There is no obligation in conscience to obey such laws; instead there is a grave and clear obligation to oppose them by conscientious objection.

Yet the abortion rights advocacy group NARAL harshly criticized Perez and Sanders for their politically stupid show of support for a candidate who had supported abortion restrictions in the past.

Its not possible to have an authentic conversation about economic security for women that does not include our ability to decide when and how we have children, NARAL said.

On Friday, Perez said that there was no place for pro-life politicians in the party. Every Democrat, like every American, should support a womans right to make her own choices about her body and her health, he said. This is not negotiable and should not chance city by city or state by state.

NARAL then issued a statement praising him for his defense of the core values of the Democratic Party.

It was stunning, Day said of Perezs about-face. He goes out, and the DNC is behind this pro-life candidate, which is necessary to be a big tent party if were going to win. So they rally behind this guy (Mello), and then less than 24 hours later he (Perez) puts a statement out saying just kidding. We dont want you in the party at all.

Perez made the abortion issue non-negotiable for Democrats, Day continued, and was strong-arming party members to step away from their conscience and not support the pro-life position anymore.

Democratic political leaders had mixed reactions to Perezs comments. On NBCs Meet the Press on Sunday, House Minority Leader Nancy Pelosi was asked if she thought there was room in the Democratic Party for pro-life politicians, she answered of course.

Sen. Dick Durbin (D-Ill.), meanwhile, said on CNN on Sunday that he and the party were committed to reproductive rights, and added that I know within the ranks of the Democratic Party there are those who see that differently on a personal basis, but when it comes to the policy position, I think we need to be clear and unequivocal.

The 2016 Democratic Party platform featured a strong pro-abortion plank, calling not only for abortion access but also for the overturning of decades-old policies that prohibited direct taxpayer funding of abortions both at home and abroad  the Hyde Amendment and the Helms Amendment.

We believe unequivocally, like the majority of Americans, that every woman should have access to quality reproductive health care services, including safe and legal abortion  regardless of where she lives, how much money she makes, or how she is insured, the platform stated.

We will continue to oppose  and seek to overturn  federal and state laws and policies that impede a womans access to abortion, including by repealing the Hyde Amendment.

Pro-lifers, meanwhile, have countered that NARALs pro-abortion strategy alienates millions of Democratic voters.

Pro-life Democrats have been leaving in droves, Day said of recent elections. Perezs total support for abortion rights may be popular in California or New York, she said, but these values dont play well in the heartland.

There is an enormous disconnect between Democrat and Independent rank and file voters and national leaders like DNC Chairman Tom Perez and Senator Dick Durbin on the issue of abortion, said Marjorie Dannenfelser, president of the pro-life group Susan B. Anthony List.

Dannenfelser was one of the pro-life advisors to the Trump campaign in the 2016 election, heading the campaigns pro-life task coalition.

Perez drew a line in the sand with his comments on Friday said Jeanne Mancini, president of the March for Life, adding that he was decisively alienating the 23 percent of Democrat voters who identify as pro-life and 44 percent of Democrats oppose taxpayer funding of abortion.

The March for Life has a 44-year track record of uniting people of all backgrounds in defense of the inherent dignity of all human life, she said.

We have welcomed and will continue to welcome pro-life Democrats like Rep. Dan Lipinski (D-IL) to speak at the March, and will continue to support all whom fight for the right to life until the culture of abortion is unthinkable to every person and party alike.
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Archbishop Aquila allows Boy Scout troops under Catholic guidelines

Denver, CO  Archbishop Samuel J. Aquila of Denver has announced that parishes in his diocese may continue to charter Boy Scout troops, as long as they follow requirements to ensure that Catholic identity and teaching are upheld.

In his latest column in the Denver Catholic, the archbishop said that individual pastors may continue allowing their parishes to charter a scouting troop, as long as they meet the guidelines laid out by the archdioceses code of conduct. Leaders and members should support the Catholic Church and her teachings; refrain from approving or engaging in conduct that contradicts Catholic doctrine or morals; and promote and respect the dignity of the human person and human sexuality according to natural law and Catholic teaching.

The archbishops column came in response to the Boy Scouts of Americas decision in January to allow transgender scouts  biological girls who identify as boys  as well as the organizations decisions in 2013 and 2015 to allow openly gay members and leaders, respectively.

These decisions are social experiments that are rationalized away without accounting for the impact on the clear majority of boys who do not have gender dysphoria or same-sex attraction, the archbishop said. Indeed, it is not hard to see that there will be lasting consequences for current and future generations of American boys as they try to understand their own sexuality in their formative years.

Despite these unfortunate decisions, he said, the Boy Scouts insist that they will allow Church-sponsored troops to operate in accordance with their faith and will defend these troops if lawsuits arise.

Archbishop Aquila recognized that the core elements of Boy Scouting remain praiseworthy, and that many men for more than a century have received meaningful formation from the organization. And since non-Catholic members and leaders who accept the troops Catholic character can also participate, parish troops are a chance to witness and evangelize.

After consulting with leaders of diocesan troops, he said that he had made the decision to continuing allowing both Boy Scout and Girl Scout troops, while calling for all parish-sponsored troops to reinforce their commitment to forming boys and girls into virtuous Christian young adults.

For those who would like an alternative to Boy Scouts or Girl Scouts, he recommended American Heritage Girls, Little Flowers Girls Clubs, the Federation of North American Explorers, Columbian Squires, Trail Life USA, and Fraternus. He also encouraged prayer for the strengthening of the moral foundations of our society, especially those institutions that provide formation to youth.

The Denver archbishops decision echoes that of several other bishops in responding to the Boy Scouts of America.

When the Boy Scouts first admitted openly gay members in 2013, the Diocese of Lincoln said that it would continue allowing parish-chartered troops, but would continue to evaluate the situation.

After the July 2015 decision to allow openly gay leaders, Bishop Richard F. Stika of Knoxville announced that his diocese would continue to charter scouting troops but would carefully monitor them to ensure that no ideology contrary to the Catholic faith was present.

Similarly, Bishop Daniel Conlon of Joliet, Illinois said that his diocese would continue to charter scouting troops, but stressed the need to be vigilant in upholding Catholic values.

Bishop Robert Guglielmone of Charleston, S.C., who serves as the episcopal liaison for the National Catholic Committee on Scouting told CNA that the committee was cautiously optimistic that Catholic organizations could still be involved with Boy Scouts, but said that great care was needed.

After the January announcement this year, the Archdiocese of St. Louis said that it would remain in dialogue with the Boy Scouts, but noted its concern that the latest in a troubling pattern of behavior by the organization suggested that it is becoming increasingly incompatible with our Catholic values.

The National Catholic Committee on Scouting has stressed on several occasions that according to the charter rules under which the Boy Scouts operate, A Catholic parish can establish a membership guideline that follows Catholic teaching. The Diocese of Phoenix and the Archdiocese of New Orleans have also voiced an intention to maintain Catholic troops that present models of Church teaching.

One prelate, Bishop David Kagan of Bismarck, North Dakota, said that his diocese would disaffiliate from the Boy Scouts after their 2015 decision to allow openly gay leaders.

In his column, Archbishop Aquila stressed Catholic principles of committing to the dignity of the human person, the understanding of man and woman as made for each other, the virtue of chastity and the protection of children, especially from different forms of abuse, which includes enabling and/or encouraging gender dysphoria.

He recognized the importance of not leading others  especially children  into scandal, and reiterated that discussions about sexual attraction, orientation, and lifestyle choices have no place in scouting but should be addressed by parents instead.
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Sacramento, CA  A lawsuit has been filed against a Catholic hospital in California for refusing an elective hysterectomy to a female who identifies as a man and who sought the procedure as part of their sex reassignment.

The suit was filed by the American Civil Liberties Union on behalf of Evan Minton, who had a hysterectomy scheduled for August 2016 with the Mercy San Juan Medical Center in Carmichael, Calif., in the Sacramento metro area.

Minton claims the procedure was cancelled once the hospital learned that Minton was transgender, and asked to be referred to as he. The hospital offered to send Minton to a different medical center.

We feel very clearly that they discriminated against me because Im transgender  and that is against the law, Minton told local media.

The ACLU alleges in the suit that the hospitals actions amount to sex discrimination in violation of Californias Unruh Civil Rights Act which prohibits businesses from discriminating against patrons on the basis of ones gender. The group is seeking a court order that would force the hospital to perform elective hysterectomies in the future.

Dignity Health, the group that owns Mercy San Juan, was able to transfer Minton to one of its Methodist hospitals a few days after the initial procedure was denied.

Following Catholic teaching, Mercy San Juan does not perform elective sterilization procedures on anyone.

Dignity Health said in a statement that it cannot reply to the allegations because they have not yet been served with the complaint.

What we can share is that at Dignity Health Mercy San Juan Medical Center, the services we provide are available to all members of the communities we serve without discrimination. We understand how important this surgery is for transgender individuals, and were happy to provide Mr. Minton and his surgeon the use of another Dignity Health hospital for his surgery within a few days.

We do not provide elective sterilizations at Dignity Healths Catholic facilities in accordance with the Ethical and Religious Directives for Catholic Health Care Services (ERDs) and the medical staff bylaws.

The ACLU has long opposed Catholic hospitals operating according to Catholic teaching.

The ACLU and the group the MergerWatch Project co-authored a 2013 report that claimed the growth of Catholic hospitals was a miscarriage of medicine.

In 2015, the ACLU sued the Detroit areas Trinity Health Corporations, one of the largest Catholic health care operations in the United States, for their refusal to perform abortions and tubal ligations. The lawsuit was dismissed.

In 2016, an ACLU report alleged that Catholic hospitals put women at risk for following Catholic teaching regarding abortion and reproductive health.

Also in 2016, the ACLU filed a lawsuit against a Catholic hospital in Chicago, claiming it had denied IUD removal to Melanie Jones. However, a representative from Mercy Hospital told CNA that the doctors at Mercy Hospital had offered to remove the womans IUD  the removal is an entirely ethical procedure from the Catholic moral standpoint  but Jones declined.

All Catholic hospitals in the United States operate under the U.S. Bishops Ethical and Religious Directives for Catholic Health Care Services, which ban abortion, sterilization, emergency contraception, and tubal ligations.
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Washington D.C.  The U.S. government needs to be continually equipped to fight the scourge of human trafficking in new and effective ways, said members of Congress introducing an anti-trafficking bill on Thursday.

We have a huge human trafficking problem in the United States, and it needs to be combated even more robustly than it has, Rep. Chris Smith (R-N.J.) said on Thursday at the capitol, introducing the Frederick R. Douglas Trafficking Victims Prevention and Protection Act of 2017.

We must shatter the anonymity of purchasing sex and the violence against our women, our boys, and our young girls, Rep. Ann Wagner (R-MO), who joined Smith at the press conference, said.

The bill, introduced by Reps. Smith, Wagner, and Karen Bass (D-CA) builds upon the 2000 Victims of Trafficking Protection Act, which was a large new anti-human trafficking bill at the time, a landmark bill as Rep. Smith called it.

The new bill has six other original co-sponsors, and enjoys bi-partisan support among the group.

The original TVPA included provisions for sheltering and support for victims, tough punishment of those convicted of trafficking, and introduced actions the U.S. could take against countries which failed to abide by the international trafficking standards set up by the act. The State Department ranks countries in a tier system in its annual Trafficking in Persons report, and actions can be taken against the worst countries.

Last year, the report left China, Cuba, and Malaysia off its worst offenders tier, prompting Rep. Smith to criticize the Obama administration for playing politics with the rankings. In 2015, the report also received criticism for leaving Malaysia off the Tier 3 worst offenders list as the administration was working with Malaysia on the Trans Pacific Partnership Agreement.

Now, the new bill is named after Frederick Douglass, a slave who, once he escaped slavery at age 20, became a chief advocate against slavery in the U.S. and against the prejudiced Jim Crow laws of the post-Civil War era.

Douglass insisted that education is freedom, Ken Morris, Douglass great-great-great grandson, said on Thursday. Education must be upheld as the primary prevention of trafficking, he insisted, saying the prevention education era is here.

Slavery has plagued humankind for hundreds of generations, perhaps, since the beginning of civilization, Morris said. We can reverse the progress of slavery by fortifying individuals and the social structures around them through the application of knowledge.

The new bill authorizes $130 million in funding over four years to, in the words of Rep. Smith, prevent human trafficking, to protect victims and prevent them from being further enslaved, to provide for asylum for international victims who need it, and beefs up prosecution, fighting trafficking in the U.S. and abroad.

The bill also funds education to help prevent girls from being trafficking victims, teaching them how to avoid dangerous situations. It provides for job training for victims  resumption of education for minors  who have been rescued and need to re-enter society.

Better enforcement of laws is also being called for, as federal agencies like State and Defense cannot grant contracts to entities that have been convicted of human trafficking.

Regarding government employee traveling expenses, preferential treatment will be given to those individual hotels and airlines that have in place a comprehensive human trafficking initiative, Smith said.

Human trafficking is the most profitable criminal enterprise in the world after drugs, and it is able to flourish because predators purchase sex in a supply and a demand market, Wagner said, adding that the U.S. must more vigorously enforce anti-trafficking laws.

According to the 2016 Trafficking in Persons report, illicit human trafficking and forced labor make up a $150 billion worldwide industry with estimates of 20 million victims. As many as 800,000 trafficking victims are brought through the U.S. annually.

Our government must vigorously prosecute buyers of sex trafficking and finally end demand for this horrific crime, Wagner said.

Another major issue for trafficking victims is housing, Rep. Bass insisted. Eliminating pathways to child sex trafficking inevitably requires the elimination of youth homelessness, she stated, noting that many victims have fallen through the cracks of the foster care system.

Escaping is not an option without access to safe housing equipped to meet the special needs of victimized youth, she said. Our government has an urgent responsibility to shut down pathways for child sex trafficking and to invest in critical housing needs for vulnerable girls and foster youth.
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Washington D.C.  A leading U.S. bishop expressed grave concerns Thursday about a revised health care bill which the House may vote on within days.

The bill is an effort replace the Affordable Care Act, or Obamacare.

It is deeply disappointing to many Americans that, in modifying the American Health Care Act to again attempt a vote, proponents of the bill left in place its serious flaws, including unacceptable modifications to Medicaid that will endanger coverage and affordability for millions of people, according to reports, Bishop Frank Dewane of Venice, chair of the U.S. bishops domestic justice and human development committee, stated April 27.

Although the American Health Care Act was scuttled in March before a planned floor vote due to lack of support, an amended version of the bill was introduced in Congress this week, garnering the support of members of the House Freedom Caucus  which was instrumental in blocking AHCA last month.

The amended version includes allowing states to drop Affordable Care Act mandates that insurers cover essential health benefits such as maternity care, emergency services, and mental health and substance abuse services.

Bishop Dewane, who had serious concerns about the AHCA, said the new bill does not fix those concerns, especially regarding ensuring access to affordable health care for vulnerable populations.

The House must not pass the legislation as it is. Members should insist on changes, especially for the sake of those who are struggling in our communities, he said.

Sadly, some of the recently proposed amendments  especially those designed to give states flexibility  lack apparent safeguards to ensure quality of care, he said. These additions could severely impact many people with pre-existing conditions while risking for others the loss of access to various essential coverages.

The Christ Medicus Foundation (CMF) CURO, a Catholic health care ministry, called on Congress on Thursday to pass a bill that would honor conscience protections, respect the sanctity of life, and provide more access to medical care for all, especially for the poor and single mothers, as well as empowering health sharing ministries as an affordable health care option for lower-income Americans.

We want to see an American health care system where people have access to care but where doctors and patients are making decisions consistent with their conscience and religious freedom, Louis Brown, Esq., director of (CMF) CURO, stated, noting that premium increases and a decrease in the number of available health plans meant that too many impoverished families do not have access to the quality medical care they deserve.

In an earlier, March 17 letter to Congress, Bishop Dewane had outlined his chief concerns about the AHCA while praising certain aspects of it, including its barring of funding of abortions in tax credits and health plans and stripping funding from abortion providers.

However, the bill lacked sufficient conscience protections for doctors and health care providers, he said.

Additionally, the replacement of federal subsidies for purchasing health insurance with tax credits could disproportionately benefit the younger and wealthier while making affordability an issue for sicker and older populations, he said. Premiums for many elderly persons could rise significantly, he warned.

A 30 percent premium fine for a significant gap in health coverage could also persuade some not to purchase health insurance at all, he added.

Rep. Chris Smith, a New Jersey Republican who chairs the House Pro-Life Caucus, was also among the opponents of AHCA in March. He said he could not support the bill, despite its pro-life protections, because of how other provisions would likely hurt disabled persons, the elderly and the working poor.
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Catholic leaders urge extreme caution for new Netflix series

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Denver, CO  Its only been out for a few weeks, but thats enough time for 13 Reasons Why to have become the latest teenage Netflix binge craze.

Based on the 2007 young adult novel by the same name, 13 Reasons Why follows the story of Hannah Baker, a troubled 17-year-old who took her own life.

But instead of leaving the typical note, Hannah leaves 13 cassette tapes, explaining the 13 reasons why she took her life - and each of these reasons is a person, who either did something to Hannah, or didnt do enough, according to her.

The creators of the Netflix original series insisted in a follow-up video that 13 Reasons was meant to be helpful - to bring up important conversations about serious topics like suicide, bullying and assault, and to get viewers talking about solutions to suicidal thoughts.

However, suicide prevention groups and youth leaders have raised concerns because the show is particularly popular among a teenage audience, and teenagers are a vulnerable population.

Suicide is the third leading cause of death among young people between the ages of 10 and 24, according to the CDC. Studies show that publicized suicides may also trigger a ripple effect of additional suicides within communities.

The show has also faced backlash from mental health experts, who say it fails to follow several of the Recommendations for Reporting on Suicide, a list of guidelines for media outlets developed by suicide prevention experts and journalists. Experts advise against sensational headlines or describing a suicide in graphic detail, which studies have shown can lead to suicide contagion, or copycat suicides.

Suicide Awareness Voices of Education, a U.S. non-profit suicide prevention group, has also said that the show may do more harm than good.

Life Teen, an international youth ministry program, released a video and a written message to young people, warning them of possible triggers in the show and of the inadequate ways it addresses suicide and mental health.

Nowhere in the series is mental illness explicitly discussed or dealt with and the audience is left having been told that the people around Hannah Baker are responsible for her death because of their actions or lack thereof, she wrote.

While bullying, not saying anything when you see depressive or suicidal signs, and sexual assault are serious issues and can drive people to suicide, the reality is that suicide is rarely something avoided by good sentiments alone. Its been reported that 90% of all suicides are committed by people who experience diagnosable mental illnesses. The vast majority of suicides can be traced to actual health issues, not just bullying or traumatic events. These health issues, actual, mental illnesses require a lot more than the presence of a good friend or the absence of any serious issues or struggles - they require serious, professional help.

The fact that these arent addressed in any straightforward manner in the series is a problem, Murphy said, because Hannah ends up being portrayed as a kind of heroic martyr who leaves a lesson and a legacy behind.

Murphy urged anyone who is experiencing suicidal thoughts to reach out and seek help.

Someone who commits suicide doesnt become a hero, gain control, and acquire any power by identifying the people around them as reasons for their suicide, Murphy wrote.

Suicide will always be incredibly hurtful to countless individuals, but most tragically hurtful to the person who takes his or her own life - a life that was mean to continue, that was full of meaning, purpose, and infinite worth.

Chelsea Voboril, the director of religious education at Good Shepherd Catholic Church in Smithville, Missouri, told CNA that she watched the show and addressed it with her youth group. She was troubled that most of her teens thought the 13 reasons Hannah gave were legitimate reasons to end her life.

Voboril said they were able to discuss how Hannah never approached her parents or a doctor or psychologist about the loneliness and hurt she was experiencing. Voboril was also able to discuss mental health and culpability for sins with her youth group, who asked if everyone who commits suicide goes to hell.

When watching these kinds of shows, Voboril said she tries to take the approach of finding the wheat in the weeds or finding the good among the bad - something shes borrowed from Catholic speaker Christopher West.

The show attempted to have a moral compass, Voboril said, and its wheat includes good messages: Rape is wrong, suicide causes pain, everybody is bearing a cross, she noted.

But the weeds are dangerous. And subtle. Sex outside of marriage, turning to substance abuse, free will being limited by others actions or circumstances, let alone the huge issue around how to talk about suicide in a safe yet poignant manner.

At the end of the discussion, Voboril said she begged her students to watch it with a parent or other adult, if they were going to continue watching.

But (for) persons whose consciences may not be well formed or who can be triggered by any of the big issues, I would hope that they avoid it.

Owen Stockden, a spokesman for Living Works, which specializes in suicide intervention trainings, told CNA that one of his biggest concerns with 13 Reasons was the portrayal of inadequate and unhelpful responses from the adults in the show, particularly the school counselor and teachers.

In the show, Hannahs guidance counsellor has a very ineffective response to her thoughts of suicide, Stockden told CNA.

As an organization, we train many guidance counsellors and teachers around the world to respond compassionately and effectively to thoughts of suicide. There is always more to be done, and a recent study  suggests that schools would benefit from increased suicide intervention training for staff, but in the vast majority of cases, teachers and counsellors are alert and sensitive to the needs of their students, he said.

It would be tragic if 13 Reasons Why led young people to believe that their concerns would be ignored if they approached a responsible adult.

Having a popular show discussing the issue of suicide provides the potential for helpful conversations and the addressing of important issues, but only if it is discussed in a thoughtful and responsible way, Stockden added.

For Catholic screenwriter and associate professor Barbara Nicolosi, another issue with the show is that none of the characters have a sense of or ever mention a transcendent or loving God, something that she says her own students lack.

The show wants to attribute all the problems of youth to social media and bullying, but refuses to consider that those things are just symptoms themselves. The loss of faith, the (loss of the) conviction of a loving personal God, the loss of a sense of eternity, all of these things make suicide a logical response to suffering. Our kids are not dumb, she told CNA.

Nicolosi said she saw the value in the anti-bullying messages of the show, but she also worries it could lend power to suicide.

 I am worried that the character of Hannah does seem to have some power in wreaking revenge on her persecutors through her suicide. In the end, I think the show is close to a wash in terms of whether it will do good or harm, she said.

Dr. Jim Langley, a Catholic psychologist with St. Raphael Counseling in Denver, has read the book and seen several episodes of 13 Reasons Why.

Because of the mature content on several levels - language, sexuality, topics of suicide and rape - he said he would be hesitant to recommend either the show or the book to anyone other than mentally healthy adults.

He also said that there were several things that the story gets right - namely, that people you may not expect in your life could be at risk for suicide, and the devastating impact suicide can have on the people in your life.

However, where the story goes wrong is that it tends to romanticize the idea of suicide and fails to adequately address the impact mental health played in Hannahs decision to end her life.

Dr. Langley said he also worried that the show went too far in suggesting that the people in Hannahs life were at fault for her suicide. Bullying, rape and assault are terrible things to have happen to someone, and there is some benefit to showing that your actions can harm and influence other people.

To some degree we all have responsibility to other people, but in some ways the show goes too far, and makes it sound like we have responsibility for the other person. Were responsible to the people in our lives, to treat them well. But the people who hurt (Hannah) were not responsible for her choosing to commit suicide.

Most people who commit suicide - almost everyone has a severe mental health problem. And the show does not portray this girl as having severe mental health problems in the way that somebody who is contemplating suicide almost always has, he said.

Warning signs for suicide include severe, ongoing depression and social isolation. A suicidal person may mention something about wanting to end their life, or start giving away their belongings as sentimental gifts. Another warning sign includes a deeply depressed person who is all of a sudden very happy, brought about by a sudden sense of freedom if they have decided on suicide.

The shows ultimate message is that the solution to teen suicide is that everyone needs to treat the people in their lives better, which is a positive message but does not go far enough in addressing mental health issues, Dr. Langley said.

One of the most important things adults can do, Dr. Langley said, it to talk to the children in their lives about this show and about suicide and other issues.

I think that especially with teenagers, they are exposed to so much in todays culture, that its our job as parents and educators about those things and to provide real, accurate information and to provide them with the truth, he said.

Often adults can worry that they will over-expose their children to heavy issues by having these conversations, but for the most part, the internet and social media and the culture at large have already done that, Dr. Langley noted.

So as parents and educators, were not overexposing them by talking about the issues, were going to help them process it and discern the truth in it. And I think it is really valuable to talk with teenagers about mental health issues.

One thing that was starkly missing from the book and the TV show, Dr. Langley said, was Hannahs parents, who seemed loving but at the same time were largely unaware of Hannahs experiences at school and her interior experiences.

So its so important for parents to play a really active role in their kids lives, even though a teenagers number one priority is to individuate from mom and dad, which is healthy, you still have to be involved and talk with them and let them know that you care and that youre invested in them. Dont be those absent parents that Hannahs parents appeared to be in the show.

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Feminists and pro-lifers can join forces  and why they should

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Washington D.C.  On a Monday evening in Washington, D.C., well over a hundred women  and a few men, too  gathered together to take up some of the most intense questions from earlier in 2017: Can feminists be pro-life? Can pro-life activists be feminists?

Self-described feminists from both sides of the abortion debate opened a panel discussion this month, continuing a conversation that started when pro-life participants were barred from formal co-sponsorship of the Womens March on Washington earlier this year.

While there were no easy answers from any of the participants, the women discussed what it means to be a feminist, what it truly means to be pro-life, and how pro-life activists and feminists can work together  even when they may not see eye-to-eye on abortion.

For Aimee Murphy, a pro-life activist and feminist, abortion is directly opposed to the stated aims of feminism.

It is the ultimate in might makes right mentality. It is contrary to nondiscrimination, she said, arguing that abortion discriminates on the basis of age, sex and ability. If feminism is truly the support of the equality of human beings, then my question is actually: Is it possible to be pro-choice and feminist?

Murphy is the founder and executive director of Rehumanize International  formerly known as Life Matters Journal  in Pittsburgh. The organization is an education and advocacy group dedicated to promoting a consistent ethic of life from conception to natural death.

Murphy and other panelists discussed whether one can be both pro-life and feminist during an April 10 event at The Catholic University of America. The panel was hosted by The Institute for Human Ecology and was formulated partially in response to backlash earlier this year on pro-life participation in the Womens March on Washington.

Also speaking were Destiny Herndon-De La Rosa, founder and president of New Wave Feminists; Megan Klein-Hattori, assistant professor of sociology at the University of Massachusetts; Robin Marty, pro-choice speaker, activist, and author; Pamela Merritt, co-founder and co-director of Reproaction, a pro-choice activist organization; and Cessilye Smith, from Doulas for Life.

Murphy told the crowd that her pro-life activism and her feminist upbringing in California were intrinsically linked. I was a feminist before I was pro-life, and Im honestly pro-life because Im a feminist.

Her feminist views were challenged and evolved when she was 16: after being raped by an on-again, off-again boyfriend, she was afraid she was pregnant. Initially, she considered abortion, but then her assailant cornered her and told her she must have an abortion  and if she didnt, he might kill her and then himself.

After that conversation, Murphy said, everything changed. I decided that I couldnt perpetuate the cycle of violence and oppression. I had to be better, I had to choose nonviolence. She realized she had to oppose violent forms of oppression  including abortion.

I realized that if all humans truly are equal, regardless of sex or race or any other circumstance, then that equality must be something inherent in us: part of our essence, not a consequence of circumstances, she commented.

The realization made her think more deeply about other aspects of feminism, such as the relationship between societys views of menstruation, pregnancy or childbirth and the marginalization of some groups of people, such as both women and the unborn.

If the male body is seen as the norm, pregnancy is seen as a disease condition. If the male body is seen as the norm, those of us with wombs will continue to be marginalized.

These understandings, she said, have further influenced other, more stereotypically feminist positions such as paid family leave and empowering nonviolent birth choices.

Cessilye Smith of Doulas for Life emphasized that there are different varieties of feminism and voiced concern that by making the barbaric procedure of abortion a pillar of feminism, there is a risk of forgetting the core tenet of feminism: equality.

As pro-life feminists, we simply extend that equality to the fetus which is just at a different stage of human development, Smith said.

She added that a feminist perspective can also bring greater focus to the pro-life movement. In order to be pro-life we need to be consistent, and with that consistency comes a genuine interest in all of humanity, she said, arguing that cuts to programs that support women facing unplanned pregnancies call into question how pro-life we really are.

Pro-choice activist Robin Marty said that while she supports the ability to choose abortion, she also wants to help remove obstacles for women who want to parent.

Marty added that she is willing to work with anyone  regardless of their position on abortion  to help create solutions like day care programs, housing for parents on campus, and improved welfare support so that women dont feel forced into having abortions.

Not all panelists agreed, however, that it was possible to be both a feminist and against abortion. Abortion advocate Pamela Merritt charged that the pro-life movement seeks to deny women access to abortion, birth control, fertility treatments, give employers the right to deny coverage for the full spectrum of reproductive health care, and defund reproductive health care providers.

To her, these pro-life actions are contrary to the goals of feminism. Feminism is an action agenda to secure the social, economic and political equality of women, Merritt argued. It is possible to support, find comfort, and feel empowered by parts of feminism without being feminist. It is not possible to support the pro-life movement and be a feminist.

But Merritt still acknowledged that pro-life activists and feminists can find common ground. We can still work together, she said, noting that she works with the Franciscan Sisters of Mary in Missouri to help provide aid to women in need.

For other members of the panel, the question was not whether feminism can include pro-life voices, but whether abortion is distracting from the work women can do together.

We can allow abortion to be the issue that polarizes and divides women, or not, said Professor Megan Klein-Hattori. While she believes that abortion is central to mainstream feminist politics, she also granted that feminists have always come from amazingly different standpoints.

Klein-Hattori lamented how polarization over abortion has overshadowed the common roots of feminists in seeking to address the problematic conditions faced by women living in a system in which wage labor and individual achievement are placed in conflict with reproduction, motherhood, and nurturance.

There are many feminist politics that pro-choice and anti-abortion feminists share, ones that move us closer to having control over all elements of our lives, to being respected by loved ones and community, and to not being second-class citizens.

Allowing abortion to polarize hurts these broader feminist politics, she stressed.

Destiny Herndon-De La Rosa of New Wave Feminists agreed. Labels are killing us, labels are dividing us, labels are polarizing us, she said.

Its not pro-choice when we feel we dont have a choice, she commented. That a woman ever has to choose violence for her child is awful.

Instead, she hopes that women of all beliefs can work together to make abortion unthinkable and remove the economic and social obstacles to parenthood faced by many women with unplanned pregnancies. There are so many places where we can work together, she said.
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The joy of being indebted

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The word bankruptcy is a nightmare to finance people. Literature is eloquent on this topic. Consider Charles Dickens Little Dorrit, among many other books: to be bankrupt is to be disgraced, to be an irredeemable failure, to be a good-for-nothing everyone has a right to look down upon. From time to time the headlines inform us that a titan of finance and known to the world for their command over billions has gone bankrupt, due to unwise and rash speculations, due to too great a self-assurance: I cannot err in financial matters. I have a perfect mastery of this field. Quite often, crushed by their defeat, they take their own life.

This brief essay is also devoted to bankruptcy, but a very different type of bankruptcy: the joyful discovery that we are totally bankrupt toward God. Indeed, is there anything that we have not received? But it is joined with the joyful awareness that our debtor is an infinitely loving Father, who opens his arms wide to his repentant children, whose eyes have finally been opened to their misery and who throw themselves into his arms. Indeed, there is more joy in heaven over a repentant sinner than over a just man who is not (or believes himself not to be) in need of repentance. The greatest victory is to be defeated by Gods grace.

This has been wonderfully expressed by St. Augustine in his Confessions, one of the most admirable books ever written, and one which is addressed to God. Book VII expresses poignantly the work of grace in the soul of a man richly endowed and who for many years had chosen what Dante describes as la via smarrita (losing the straight path). His rich gifts, not baptized by humility, were in fact one of the great obstacles to his conversion; brilliantly talented he relied on himself, and needed many years to realize that he was bankrupt. Thank God, he gratefully acknowledged defeat and burst into tears, tears of repentance and gratitude. Indeed, one of the great sources of joy is to realize that one is defeated by Gods love and then to shed tears of gratitude.

How beautiful is it to be aware that without me you can do nothing (John 15:5), followed by the words of St. Paul, I can do all things in him that strengthens me (Phil 4:13), which clearly imply that God expects our full collaboration. It is a theme that often comes up in this great saint: I rejoice in my weakness so that the grace of God can triumph in me (2 Cor 12). The lives of saints are eloquent on this theme. Let me just mention the Little Flower, who writes that I have never been able to do anything by myself and rejoiced in her weakness. She always turned to God for help, and this sheds light on her admirable life in which every single step sings Gods glory.

To be a self-made man  while not denying its merits  can be a source of temptation: I owe my success all to myself. I am not indebted to any one; hard work and perseverance are keys to my success. Many millionaires owe their wealth to themselves. It should however be mentioned, that to inherit a fortune also has its dangers. Man should always be on the alert because pride is not the only moral danger threatening us. Every situation has its own dangers, and the wise man is always on the alert, following the words of St. Peter: Fratres, sobrii estote et vigilate (Be sober and watch, 1 Peter 5:8-9).

Sadly enough, life teaches one that many of us prefer to be self-made than to be indebted to others because they are allergic to gratitude, and tempted to demean the gifts received in order to escape from the burden of this virtue rarely mentioned. If the gift is financial and has saved a person from bankruptcy, a beneficiary might tell us: it was no great matter; my benefactor is so rich that it is truly not a generous act. Some will tell you that he had done the benefactor so many favors, that the gift is really only a repayment of long overdue debts. Others will tell you that the donor did it because it gave him a feeling of nobility, when in fact he was flattering his own ego, adding another feather to his hat. Or perhaps the benefactor highly advertised his generosity, whereas the truly generous person will keep this noble act to himself following the advice of the Gospel.

One of the most cynical proverbs I have read is a Hindu one: Why do you persecute me? I have never done you any good. It is heartbreaking and yet, life confirms it. But the most cynical remark justifying ingratitude I know is the one of the talented Heinrich Heine, expressing his certitude that God will forgive him: After all, it is his job (Bien sr, il me pardonnera; cest son mtier).

Many are those who resent being indebted to others. It gives them a feeling of inferiority unbearable to their pride. They do not want to acknowledge defeat; they want to be in control and their own master. This reminds me of something my dear husband said, which made a deep impression upon me. Having escaped from Hitlers clutches at the very last minute, he and his wife left Vienna with a minimum of luggage hastily put in two suitcases and arrived free but as beggars in Switzerland. They were totally dependent upon the charity of Swiss Catholics. I recall asking my husband whether, having lived in a great villa for many years and now finding himself a beggar, he did not suffer. He looked at me with astonishment and said, for nothing in the world would I have missed this opportunity of tasting the sweetness of Christian charity!

I do not know which moral theologian first drew up the list of the seven capital sins. But late in my life, it surprises me that ingratitude is not mentioned, a sin that goes back to our first parents, and, alas, plays a great role in our poor human lives. Ingratitude. It is certainly one of the very ugly sins, but how many of us are aware of it, and mention it when we confess our sins?

May these few remarks be a clarion call to all of us to pray: give me a grateful heart, O Lord, that I may join the angels whose song is gratitude to Gods gift of being.

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Doubting Thomas and the wounds that heal our disbelief

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The Second Sunday of Easter is Divine Mercy Sunday in the Roman Liturgical Calendar. The Gospel for the Liturgy (John 20: 19-31) recounts one of the Post-Resurrection appearances of Jesus Christ to His disciples.

The glorified Jesus appears to his disciples, coming through locked doors and says Peace be with you. He breathes upon them the Holy Spirit, creating them anew. He also communicates His authority to forgive sins to the Apostles who will continue His redemptive mission through the Church, which is His body.

However, Thomas was not present for this encounter. The beloved disciple John records this exchange between the risen Lord and Thomas which follows:

Thomas, called Didymus, one of the Twelve, was not with them when Jesus came. So the other disciples said to him, We have seen the Lord. But he said to them, Unless I see the mark of the nails in his hands and put my finger into the nail marks and put my hand into his side, I will not believe.

Now a week later his disciples were again inside and Thomas was with them. Jesus came, although the doors were locked, and stood in their midst and said, Peace be with you. Then he said to Thomas, Put your finger here and see my hands, and bring your hand and put it into my side, and do not be unbelieving, but believe. Thomas answered and said to him, My Lord and my God!

Jesus bore His wounds, now glorified, in His risen body.

Thomas touched those wounds - and so can we, by faith!

This encounter led to Thomas being called doubting Thomas by some. Yet the tradition tells us that this so called doubting Thomas died a martyr for his faith. He became a messenger of mercy to India, a missionary who shed his own blood for the Master whom he encountered on that day. His insistence on touching the holy wounds presented the disciple John another opportunity to explain for all of us the implications of the bodily resurrection of Jesus Christ.

Thomas responds in his beautiful encounter with the risen Lord  My Lord and my God! That response reveals the heart of prayer. It also speaks to the essence of faith. His proclamation is a call to adoration and a living communion with God. His response has become the exclamation for millions, myself included, when faced with the mystery of mysteries, the Holy Eucharist at the elevation during every mass.

I suggest that Thomas was not a doubter, rather he was a strong believer. And he is a model for all of us at every Eucharist which is always the Feast of Mercy. Pope St. Gregory the Great who occupied the Chair of Peter between 590 and 604 preached a marvelous homily on this encounter between Thomas and the risen Lord. In it he asked:

What conclusion, dear brethren, do you come to? Surely it was not by chance that this chosen disciple, was missing in the first place? Or that on his return he heard, that hearing he doubted, that doubting he touched, and that touching he believed? It was by divine dispensation and not by chance that things so fell out. The Mercy of God worked wonderfully, for when that doubting disciple touched his Masters wounded flesh he cured the wound of our disbelief. So this doubting disciple, who actually touched, became a witness to the reality of the resurrection.

We Are Instruments of Divine Mercy

We are invited to become living witnesses in our own day to the reality of the resurrection of Jesus Christ. We are instruments of Divine Mercy. Thomas touched the wounded side of the beloved Savior to heal the wounds of our own disbelief. This Sunday we join with Pope Emeritus Benedict XVI, Pope Francis and Catholics throughout the whole world in celebrating the Feast of Divine Mercy.

To Saint Faustina Our Lord said:

I desire that the Feast of Mercy be a refuge and shelter for all souls, and especially for poor sinners. On that day the very depths of my tender mercy are open. I pour out a whole ocean of graces upon those souls who approach the fount of my mercy.

We were invited to approach the throne of mercy and cry out with St. Thomas  My Lord and my God (John. 20:28). Those who do so are forever changed. Peter became a messenger of mercy through his encounter with the risen Lord. He was so filled with the Spirit of the risen Lord that the Lord could continue His redemptive mission through him, accomplishing miraculous deeds.

In the Acts of the Apostles, the story of the early Church on mission, we read that even the shadow of Peter would affect merciful healing (Acts 5 12-16). Those who encounter the risen Jesus are changed, transformed by mercy made manifest. They then become bearers of mercy for others.

The beloved disciple John was imprisoned on the Island of Patmos. We can read of his encounter with the Lord in the Spirit in the last book of the Bible (Rev. 1). He received a merciful vision from the risen Lord which became the Book of Revelation. In this encounter with the risen Lord He heard these words:

Do not be afraid. I am the first and the last, the one who lives. Once I was dead, but now I am alive forever and ever. I hold the keys to death and the netherworld.

And then there was Thomas

Jesus turned Thomas doubt into an event of mercy for generations to come. Out of a true repentance born from seeing mercy incarnate, touching the wounds of His divine love, came those wonderful words that have formed the most profound of personal prayers for millennia. My Lord and My God Pope St. Gregory was right, Thomas doubt healed the wounds of all of our doubts.

At the Liturgy of Canonization for Sister Mary Faustina Kowalski, Sunday, April 30, 2000, Saint John Paul II proclaimed:

Before speaking these words, Jesus shows his hands and his side. He points, that is, to the wounds of the Passion, especially the wound in his heart, the source from which flows the great wave of mercy poured out on humanity. From that heart Sr. Faustina Kowalska, the blessed whom from now on we will call a saint, will see two rays of light shining from that heart and illuminating the world: The two rays, Jesus himself explained to her one day, represent blood and water Divine Mercy reaches human beings through the heart of Christ crucified and Risen.

My daughter, say that I am love and mercy personified, Jesus asked of Sr. Faustina. Christ pours out this mercy on humanity though the sending of the Spirit who, in the Trinity, is the Person-Love. And is not mercy loves second name understood in its deepest and most tender aspect, in its ability to take upon itself the burden of any need and, especially, in its immense capacity for forgiveness? Jesus told St. Faustina: Humanity will not find peace until it turns trustfully to divine mercy.

St. Faustina Kowalska wrote in her Diary:

I feel tremendous pain when I see the sufferings of my neighbors. All my neighbors sufferings reverberate in my own heart; I carry their anguish in my heart in such a way that it even physically destroys me. I would like all their sorrows to fall upon me, in order to relieve my neighbor.

At every Eucharist let us echo these beautiful words of Thomas  My Lord and my God. Let us ask the Lord of mercy for the grace to become true messengers of mercy to this age so desperately in need of it.

Thank God for Doubting Thomas

His doubts healed the wounds of our own disbelief. They also open up, for all who look with the eyes of faith, a deeper understanding of the redemptive effect of the wounds of Jesus - and the role our own wounds can have in our continuing call to conversion as we join them to His.

Thomas the doubter became the Thomas the model believer, an example for each one of us. On every Feast of Divine Mercy we are invited to echo his marvelous proclamation  My Lord and my God. We also ask that through the intercession of Saint Faustina, that the Lord of Mercy give us each the graces we need to become true messengers of mercy to an age filled with despair and disbelief.

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How to pray the Rosary more deeply

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Vatican City  It is interesting that in her appearances at Lourdes, Fatima and other locations, the Mother of God repeatedly recommends praying the Rosary. She does not invite us to pray the Divine Office, or to do spiritual reading, or Eucharistic Adoration, or practice interior prayer or mental prayer. All the mentioned forms of prayer are good, recognized by the Church and practiced by many saints. Why does Mary only place the Rosary in our hearts?

We can find a possible answer by looking at the visionaries of Lourdes and Fatima. Mary revealed herself to children of little instruction, who could not even read or write correctly. The Rosary was for them the appropriate school to learn how to pray well, since bead after bead, it leads us from vocal prayer, to meditation, and eventually to contemplation. With the Rosary, everyone who allows himself to be led by Mary can arrive at interior prayer without any kind of special technique or complicated practices.

This does not mean  and I want to emphasize this point  that praying the Rosary is for dummies or for simple minded people. Even great intellectuals must come before God as children, who in their prayers are always simple and sincere, always full of confidence, praying from within.

All Christians are called to the kind of interior prayer that allows an experience of closeness with God and recognition of his action in our lives. We can compare the Rosary to playing the guitar. The vocal prayers  the Our Father, the Hail Mary and the Glory Be  are the central prayers of Christianity, rooted in Scripture. These are like the rhythm in a song.

But simply strumming a guitar is not a song. And mindless repetition of words is not interior prayer. In addition to rhythm, keys are needed. The Mysteries of the Rosary are like the chords on the guitar. The vocal prayers form the framework for meditation on the Mysteries.

There are always these five chords to the rhythm of the repetition of the prayers, which make the lives of Jesus and Mary pass before our eyes. With meditation, we go on reflecting on what happens in each Mystery and what it means for our lives: At Nazareth, the Son of God is incarnated in Mary. In Holy Communion, He also comes to me. In Gethsemane, Jesus sweats blood. He suffers, is in anguish, and yet his friends remain asleep. Can I keep vigil with Him or do my eyes close with tiredness? On Easter morning, Jesus rises and breaks forth from the tomb. The first day of creation brought light. The first day of the week conquered death and gave us life. Christ can change the darkness in my life into light.

And so, our prayer begins to change into music. That is to say, it is no longer monotonous and boring, but now it is full of images and thoughts. And when the grace of God permits, it is also filled with supernatural illuminations and inspirations.

There is one more thing needed to have really great music, or to have a prayer that is even more profound and intimate: the melody that the heart sings. When playing the guitar, a voice is needed to interpret the song. When praying the Rosary, it is the song of our heart, as we place our own life before God, to the tempo of the prayers and meditations.

It is this song of the heart that allows us to enter into the mysteries of the Rosary: For my sake you were scourged, and it was I who struck you. Forgive me! You have ascended into Heaven, Lord. I long for You, I for your kingdom, my true homeland.

In contemplation, the person praying sees the mysteries pass before his eyes, and at the same time he abides in particular affections or movements of the heart before God. The one who prays sings the song of his own life, in which naturally there can arise specific desires: You wanted to be the son of a human Mother; help my sick mother! You were crowned with thorns; help me in this financial difficulty which I cant get out of my head. You sent the Holy Spirit; without You I dont have the courage or the strength to make a good decision.

With this understanding, the following tips can help those who pray the Rosary move from vocal prayer to meditation to inner contemplation:

1. Schedule the time

Our schedule is full of appointments. More or less consciously, we also plan out the time were going to need for each task or appointment. Sometimes it is good to set aside 20 or 30 minutes to pray the Rosary, and write it down in the schedule. This appointment with Jesus and Mary is then just as important as all the other ones planned. For all of us, it is possible to set aside a time to pray the Rosary, at first, once, twice or three times a week. Over time  and this is the goal  it will be easier to find a time to pray the Rosary daily.

2. Dont rush

We can learn a lesson about prayer by observing people in love. During a romantic candlelit dinner, no one would be constantly looking at the clock, or choking down their food, or leaving the dessert to one side to finish as quickly as possible. Rather, a romantic meal is stretched out, maybe lingering for an hour to sip a cocktail, and enjoying every moment spent together. So it is with praying the Rosary. It shouldnt be treated as sets of Hail Marys to be performed as if one were lifting weights. I can spend time lingering on a thought. I can also break away from it. I can, principally at the beginning, simply be peaceful. If I keep this peaceful attitude and an awareness of how important this 20-minute appointment is, then I will have prayed well. It will have been a good prayer, because my will is focused on pleasing the Beloved and not myself.

3. Savor the experience

Saint Ignatius recommends whats called the third form of prayer, which consists in adjusting the words to the rhythm of ones own breathing. Often it is sufficient in praying the Rosary to briefly pause between the mysteries, and to remember that Jesus and Mary are looking at me full of joy and love, recognizing with gratitude that I am like a little child babbling words every so often to in some way affirm that I love God. To do this, it can be useful to pause and take a few breaths before resuming vocal prayer.

4. A gaze of love

The vocal prayers of the Rosary only provide the rhythm of the prayer. With my thoughts, I can and should go out from the rhythm to encounter the Mystery which is being contemplated. This is more clear in German, where the mystery is announced not only at the beginning of each decade, but before each Hail Mary. Its a time to look your Beloved in the eyes and let Him look back, with eyes full of love.

5. Allow yourself to be amazed

One of the first and most important steps for inner prayer is to go from thinking and speculation to looking upon and being amazed. Think of lovers who meet, not to plan out what theyre going to give each other or what they might do on the next vacation, but to enjoy the time together and to rejoice in each other. Looking at a family photo album is very different from looking at a history book. In the photo album, we see people who are important to us, whom we love  and even more  who love us! Thats how our gaze at Jesus and Mary ought to be in the Rosary.

6. Allow your inner cameraman to notice details

Some people close their eyes while praying in order to concentrate. Others find it useful to focus their eyes on a certain point (such as a crucifix). Either way, what is important is for the eyes of the heart to be open. Praying the Rosary is like going to the movies. Its about seeing images. Its useful to ask yourself: Who, What, Where am I looking at when I contemplate the birth of Jesus, or his crucifixion, or his ascension into Heaven? And on some occasions, like a good cameraman does, come in for a close-up image of some detail: contemplate the warm breath of the ox thats warming the Child, the pierced hand of Jesus that spread so much love, the tears in Johns eyes as he gazes at Jesus rising up to Heaven.

7. Pray in words, mind, and heart

The words accompany, the mind opens, but it is the heart that has the leading role in prayer. All the great spiritual authors agree that inner prayer is about dwelling in the affections, that is, the inner sentiments and movements. Teresa of Avila says very simply: Dont think a lot, love a lot! An elderly lady was ruefully complaining to me that she could not reflect while praying her daily Rosary, and that in that situation she could barely say Jesus, Mary, I love you! I congratulated the lady. That is exactly what praying the Rosary ought to lead us to.
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Movie review: The Fate of the Furious

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Some movies are intended to be ridiculous fun, and the Fast and the Furious series is a prime example of that principle. Packed with souped-up cars, exotic locations, lots of explosions and an ever-growing number of movie stars willing to grab a fat paycheck for having a blast, theyre impossible to take seriously  yet audiences love them so much that the latest entry, Fate of the Furious, is the eighth one.

Its also the first full film in the series to be made without its original co-star Paul Walker, following his tragic death in an off-set car accident during the making of Furious 7. While his absence removes some of the heart that gave the series fans a strong attachment to the de facto family of street racers as they engaged in global escapades, Fate still has enough gas in the tank to make it a thrilling ride.

Fate shakes up the formula by putting the crews leader, Dom (Vin Diesel), in a situation where he is forced to turn against his family and friends by a beautiful blonde super-hacker known as Cipher (Charlize Theron). Cipher has forced Doms betrayal via a shocking revelation in a cellphone video that is left unseen by the audience.

Meanwhile, federal agent Ray Hobbs (Dwayne Johnson)  who has been recruiting the gang for secret quasi-criminal missions over the past two films  is ordered by a mysterious higher-up to retrieve a stolen Electromagnetic Pulse device thats gone missing in Berlin. Though he gets our antiheroes onboard with the plan, things go south when Dom abruptly slams his car into Hobbs truck amid their getaway from German police and then steals the EMP back from him on Ciphers behalf.

This betrayal of his friends goes against everything that Dom has always claimed to stand for, and soon we learn why. He discovers that he has an infant son by his former girlfriend Elena (Elisa Patasky), and he has to help Cipher steal the Russian nuclear missile codes from that countrys defense minister amid a diplomatic motorcade in New York City if he wants to keep the child alive.

At the same time, Hobbs is hung out to dry by his own superiors, who allow him to go to prison for his part in the Berlin mayhem. He winds up next cell over from his nemesis, the rogue British Special Forces agent Deckard Shaw (Jason Statham), but both are busted out by covert ops kingpin Mr. Nobody (Kurt Russell) and forced to team up and stop Dom and Cipher.

Thus begins a virtually non-stop series of car chases, explosions and shootings that have plenty of flash but even less logic than anything else in the entire series. In one sequence, Cipher has her minions override the computer chips in hundreds of cars before sending the unmanned vehicles crashing through the streets, despite the fact her goal is merely to stop the Russian defense minister and there is no plausible reason for that much mayhem.

But thats nothing compared to the climactic sequence, in which the gang and Hobbs wind up on a Russian military base in the Arctic, trying to stop a nuclear submarine from being remotely hijacked by Cipher. Little of it makes coherent sense, but director F. Gary Gray (Straight Outta Compton) knows to keep things moving. He and writer Chris Morgan manage to create a hilarious rapport between Johnson and Statham, as the two rivals are forced to get along to save the planet.

Theron is the weakest link in the movie, merely spouting out threats and calling out orders to her underlings while standing around on board a private jet. That lack of a compelling villain somewhat hurts the effectiveness of this entry in the series, but amid the constant action and wisecracks, the movie still proves to be entertaining enough.

The Furious movies have always had a confused moral tone, asking viewers to root for a gang of criminals, even as theyre now working in their own shadowy way for the U.S. government. This time around, the movies endangerment of Elena and the baby initially creates a couple of truly disturbing moments that seem more exploitative than entertaining.

Its hard to take most of the violence seriously, the one sex scene is shadowed and between Dom and his wife Letty, and the foul language features one F word and about 20 other milder swears. And in the end, this is a crew that will do anything to save each others lives and ultimately do right to save the planet, and they always wind up with a serious moment of prayer as they gather for thanks before a meal. That kind of appreciation for faith is a quality thats all too rare, and evokes the underlying lovability that will keep the series going through the next two, final films in the works.

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Jim Harbaugh: My priorities are faith, then family, then football

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Vatican City  Former NFL quarterback Jim Harbaugh, now head coach for the University of Michigan football team, is also a Roman Catholic  and he said Wednesday that faith plays a major role in his life.

The role that (faith) plays in my life is in the priorities that I have, he said April 26, faith, then family, then football.

Coach Harbaugh spoke to CNA following a general audience with Pope Francis in St. Peters Square April 26. He and his wife, Sarah, greeted Francis following the audience and presented him with a gift from the team  a University of Michigan helmet and pair of cleats.

The helmet included both the Italian and American flags and a little cross by the chinstrap. The Pope gave Harbaugh some marching orders, the coach said, he told me to pray for him.

Following the encounter, Harbaugh and his family and the University of Michigan football team were hosted for lunch on the terrace of the EWTN Rome bureau offices. After lunch they held a brief press conference.

Harbaugh, 53, has been head football coach for the University of Michigan since 2015. He played college football at Michigan from 1983-1986 and played in the National Football League (NFL) for 14 seasons from 1987-2000. He has seven children.

Speaking to CNA about his experience meeting Pope Francis, Harbaugh quoted his father-in-law, Merrill Feuerborn, who told him, To live in a state of grace, put your trust in the Lord, and be not afraid.

When I met Pope Francis today, I was riding on a state of grace, he said, that feeling was beyond description. And I know that theres something that Im supposed to do with that opportunity, with that encounter, of meeting the Holy Father. Im going to pray about it.

Harbaugh is in Rome April 22-30. He brought along his family as well as almost his entire team and staff  some 150 people. He said he wanted to give his players an experience they might not otherwise have.

Thanks to the generosity of an anonymous donor, he brought the team and staff to Rome for a week of team-building, cultural and historical experiences, and of course, spring practices.

The aim of this trip was to have an educational experience like none other, he told CNA.

Not all learning is done in a classroom or on a football field, you know? Its out connecting to people, and having a chance for our players and staff to see things theyve never seen before, eat things theyve never tasted, to hear a language theyve never heard.

One goal for the trip was to connect his team with people they otherwise might not have met, he said. Their first day in Rome, the group met and picnicked with a group of refugees, including several from Syria.

Later on Wednesday, Harbaugh and some members of the team and his family visited the SOS Childrens Village, a community made up of homes for children who are in positions of family or social hardship.

Harbaugh said that attending the general audience and meeting Pope Francis was an emotional experience, not just for him but for his team as well. Asked what he hopes his team will take away from the experience, he said just that the relationship with God is a personal one.

He said his suggestion for each of his players would be to spend time in silence and think and pray about what it means, and what they should take away from it.

Because we dont always know what to do with it, he continued. I dont know what to do with the encounter I had meeting Pope Francis today. What exactly did it mean? What opportunity was given and what am I supposed to do with that?

Immediately afterward, Harbaugh said he was able to speak with a priest from Detroit, Msgr. Robert McClory, about the experience: And that was the advice that he gave me: to be silent, to pray, to be with God and listen, and youll get it, youll figure it out.

Two players had the opportunity to get a little bit closer to the Pope during the audience, which Harbaugh chose through an essay competition. The winners, offensive lineman Grant Newsome and defensive tackle Salim Makki, both said they are inspired by Francis.

Attending the audience was just an incredible experience, Newsome said.

Not only as a Christian, but as a person in general, just to listen to someone who is so internationally renowned as Pope Francis and to hear him and have him bless us was just an incredible experience for me and I know for a lot of the other guys on the team.

Makki, a Muslim, said he looks up to Pope Francis as a hero. Hes always shown that Muslims and Christians and Catholics can combine  were all brothers and sisters, we can co-exist together.

Jack Wangler, a senior wide receiver told CNA, I can speak for everybody, I think: this has been a once-in-a-lifetime trip.

Its been great to come here with the team and use it as a bonding experience and a cultural experience, to expand what weve learned in the classroom, said Catholic fullback Joe Beneducci.

He told CNA that he remembers reading about the Church and the Vatican at school and watching St. John Paul IIs funeral on TV. Coming here to see it in person, it put it all in perspective and made me appreciate it just that much more.

I think its brought me closer to my faith as well, which is very nice.

About the qualities of a good sportsman, Harbaugh said, It talks about it in the Bible: strive hard to win the prize. To have that motivation, to have that quality of perseverance and discipline and drive is what really makes a good athlete.

Sunday, before they leave to return to Michigan, Harbaughs infant son, John Paul, will be baptized at St. Peters Basilica. His daughter, Addison, will also make her first Holy Communion.

In the press conference, Harbaugh told journalists that if he accomplished nothing else in his life, to have met the Pope, and see his son be baptized and his daughter receive First Communion at the Vatican, would make him feel like a blessed man.

This has been the experience of a lifetime.
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The story behind the Irish priest whose prayers could heal

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Dublin, Ireland  Father John Sullivan was a prominent Irish Catholic convert who was known for his healing prayers, his consolation for the troubled, and his devotion to God.

Now he is set to be the first ever person to be beatified in Ireland.

The beatification will take place May 13 at St. Francis Xavier Church in Dublin, where the Jesuit priests body was interred. Cardinal Angelo Amato of the Congregations for the Causes of Saints will be involved in the ceremony. Church of Ireland leaders will also attend.

In a Feb. 18 homily at the church, the Archbishop of Dublin Diarmuid Martin said Fr. Sullivan was a man of learning who was always aware of his responsibility to care for those around him and especially the poor.

Archbishop Martin reflected on the Gospel story of the rich young man who asked Jesus what was needed to attain eternal life. After telling the man to follow the Law of Moses and the Commandments, Jesus told him to sell all his goods and follow him.

John Sullivan, faced with the same call, placed his life totally at the service of Jesus, renouncing wealth and worldly ambition and living the simplicity of life as a Jesuit, Archbishop Martin said.

His life would not just be marked by a rejection of outward wealth, but by a special concern for the poor and especially for the sick and the dying.

The priest spent much of his life teaching at Clongowes Wood College in Irelands County Kildare.

By many accounts he was not a great teacher but the boys loved him, according to Sullivans biography on the website of the Irish Jesuits, written by historian Thomas Morrisey, S.J.

He would often visit the sick, the dying, and people who were troubled.

Even while he lived, many people attributed their healings to his prayers, including the nephew of Irish Free State founder General Michael Collins. The three-year-old boy, who had the same name as his famous uncle, had infantile paralysis that bent his leg in intense pain. After lengthy prayers with the priest, he was healed.

Not long after Fr. Sullivans ordination, he visited the Royal Hospital for Incurables at Donnybrook, he visited a woman who was suffering from lupus. The condition had begun to affect her mind and she was being prepared for a move to a mental hospital. Father Sullivan stayed with her for a long time and prayed over her.

The next day she had returned to full mental health, a state which lasted until her death, and she was able to re-establish disrupted friendships.

People also attributed to him a gift for knowing the future, and a gift for ministering to those with scruples, obsessions or compulsions.

When God forgives me my sins, he buries them beneath a large stone. It is desecration to root them up again, he would say in response to such cases.

The priest was known for ascetic practices: sleeping on the floor instead of his bed, placing stones in his walking boots, eating the plainest food, and sleeping for only a few hours a night so that he could pray late into the night and early in the day.

Father Sullivan was born in 1861 on Dublins Eccles Street, not far from the church where he is buried. He was raised in the Protestant Church of Ireland.

His father, Edward Sullivan, was a successful barrister who became Lord Chancellor of Ireland. His mother, Elizabeth Bailey, was a devout Catholic from a prominent County Cork family.

He attended elite Protestant schools in Ireland before studying law in London. For a time, he stopped going to church. His father passed away when he was 24, providing a great shock to him.

By the early 1890s he appeared to have no clear religious views, but was moved by the Confessions of St. Augustine. He began to sit in on religious instruction classes and read a catechism and Butlers Lives of the Saints.

In 1895 the U.K. government appointed him to a commission to investigate widespread massacres of Armenians in Asia Minor. He taught English in Greece and spent time at Mount Athos, a center of Orthodox Christian monasticism.

He was received into Catholic Church in 1896, at the age of 35. The event was a surprise to his family, and though it drew some criticism from some Protestants, Sullivans reputation was such that he was supported by both Protestant and Catholic friends.

He entered the Society of Jesus four years later.

Father Sullivan died Feb. 19, 1933, aged 71. His death prompted outpourings of appreciation and affection and his funeral turned into a procession through the streets of Dublin.

His vault at St. Francis Xavier Church has served as a place of prayer for many people, especially those seeking healing. The monthly Mass said for his canonization regularly draws over 200 people.

He was declared a Servant of God in 1960 under Pope John XXIII and declared Venerable by Pope Francis in November 2014.

A Dublin womans healing from cancer in 1954 after praying for his intercession was recognized as Father Sullivans first miracle by the Congregation for the Causes of Saints in 2016.
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Big honors for scholar who revitalized Christian philosophy

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Philadelphia, PA  Philosopher Alvin Plantinga has won the prestigious Templeton Award for once again making belief in God a serious option within academic philosophy, the Templeton Foundation has said.

The field of philosophy has transformed over the course of my career, Plantinga said in response to the honor. If my work played a role in this transformation, I would be very pleased.

I hope the news of the Prize will encourage young philosophers, especially those who bring Christian and theistic perspectives to bear on their work, towards greater creativity, integrity, and boldness, he said April 25.

The Pennsylvania-based John Templeton Foundation awards the prize to a living individual who has made an exceptional contribution to affirming lifes spiritual dimension, whether through insight, discovery or practical works.

Alvin Plantinga recognized that not only did religious belief not conflict with serious philosophical work, but that it could make crucial contributions to addressing perennial problems in philosophy, said the foundations president Heather Templeton Dill.

Plantingas 1974 work God, Freedom and Evil is now widely regarded as having provided a definitive counter to the logical challenge that the existence of evil is incompatible with the existence of God. His argument rested on the nature of freedom and Gods ability to determine behavior.

His 1984 essay, Advice to Christian Philosophers, argued that Christian philosophers should let their religious beliefs influence their academic research and serve the needs of their religious communities.

His other work has considered the basis of knowledge, the nature of justified belief, religious belief as a basis for human reasoning, and arguments for the existence of God.

While some philosophers have argued that evolution is incompatible with belief in God, Plantinga has argued that evolution is incompatible with belief in philosophical naturalism that denies the existence of spiritual reality.

Plantingas religious background is the Calvinist Dutch Reformed tradition. He currently teaches at Calvin College. He taught at the University of Notre Dame from 1982-2010.

He and his wife, Kathleen, live in Grand Rapids, Mich.

There are now 47 winners of the Templeton Prize, including Mother Teresa, Russian dissident Alexander Solzhenitsyn, philosopher Charles Taylor, and Rabbi Lord Jonathan Sacks.

Other winners include Czech priest and philosopher Tomas Halik, South African Anglican Archbishop Desmond Tutu, and the Dalai Lama.

The prize was established in 1972 by global investor and philanthropist Sir John Templeton. The current prize includes a cash award of about $1.4 million.
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Why the devil hates Mary  especially during exorcisms

Mexico City, Mexico  Italian priest Sante Babolin said that Satan is behind several recent attacks in various parts of the world against the Virgin Mary, noting that she is a powerful advocate for him during exorcisms.

In my experience  so far I have performed 2,300 rites of exorcism  I can say that the invocation of the Most Holy Virgin Mary often provokes significant reactions in the person being exorcized, he told Mexican weekly Desde la Fe.

Fr. Babolin, who also taught at the Gregorian University in Rome, said that in face of the failure of the onslaught by non-believers, now, in order to offend and confound the Catholic people, the Virgin Mary, whom the devil hates, is being attacked.

Desde la Fe noted the recent events of the Spanish drag queen Borja Casillas, who masqueraded as the Virgin Mary and mocked her in a performance, as well as a woman who dressed up as the Virgin Mary and simulated an abortion during a protest in Argentina.

The Italian exorcist said that as proof of this hatred of the devil toward the Mother of God, while I was insistently invoking the Most Holy Virgin Mary, the devil answered me: I cant stand That One (Mary) any more and neither can I stand you any more.

Fr. Babolin also noted that the Second Vatican Council declares that Mary, daughter of Adam, in accepting the divine message, became the Mother of Jesus, and embracing with her whole heart and without the hindrance of any sin the saving will of God, consecrated herself totally, as the servant of the Lord, to the person and work of her Son.

The priest pointed out the passage in the book of Genesis  which is evoked in the Rite of Exorcism  where God says to the serpent that she will crush your head.

In this ritual, he said, the exorcist says to the devil: Most cunning serpent, you shall no more dare to deceive the human race, persecute the Church, torment Gods elect and sift them as wheat (  ) The sacred Sign of the Cross commands you, as does also the power of the mysteries of the Christian Faith (  ) The glorious Mother of God, the Virgin Mary, commands you; she who by her humility and from the first moment of her Immaculate Conception crushed your proud head.

Fr. Babolin also said that the strongest reactions of the devil during the exorcism occur when references are made to her apparitions.

Because of this, he frequently pronounces the name of Holy Mary with her titles of Lourdes, Fatima or Guadalupe. In the latter case, he said, I use this formula: Holy Mary, Our Lady of Guadalupe, Queen of Tepeyac.

The exorcist warned that the instrument the (the devil) normally uses to trap us is money, since it offers the possibility of satisfying the impulses that converge in pleasure and power.

Satan subjugates us to himself manipulating the truth and offering us his dazzling light, showing us his version of freedom and promising us the instant gratification of our whims.

As far as interpersonal communication, the sense of sight overtakes the sense of hearing; and consequently the image over the word; that is to say, desire precedes reflection, he said.

Fr. Babolin encouraged Catholics to denounce attacks on the faith as well as to organize and participate in prayer events, pray the Rosary, and participate in Masses at places where offenses were committed.
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The Promise - An insight into a hidden genocide

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There are few more horrific events in human history than the Armenian Genocide, in which more than 1.5 million Armenians were systematically executed or forced into mass deadly deportation by the Ottoman Empire starting on April 24, 1915. For more than a century since, their descendants have sought justice by asking nations worldwide to condemn the slaughter through officially calling it a genocide.

Their hope is to force Turkey, which was formed after the collapse of the Ottomans in 1923, to officially acknowledge the term as well and fully admit the evil that was perpetrated by the Empire. While 29 nations have supported the effort, the U.S. government is not among them, due to political complications.

The film The Promise, released last Friday in advance of Armenian Remembrance Day on April 24, is a fresh reminder of the horrors that millions suffered. Much like Titanic used a fictional romance as a means of providing an emotional center for the tragic sinking of the legendary ocean liner, the new movie uses a love triangle in an attempt to draw viewers in emotionally amid the epic scope of its horrors.

The film focuses on an Armenian apothecary named Mikael (Oscar Isaacs), who has become engaged for an arranged marriage in order to use the large dowry to pay for attending medical school. He dreams of being his villages first modern doctor, but soon after moving in with his uncle in Constantinople, he meets and falls for a more glamorous Armenian woman named Ana (Charlotte LeBon), who is the girlfriend of an American reporter for the Associated Press named Chris (Christian Bale).

Tensions are already brewing between the ruling Ottomans and the Armenians upon his arrival, since Armenians are accused of being traitorous supporters of Russian forces in World War I, while the Ottomans sided with the Germans. The new conflict builds upon centuries of cultural and religious animosities between the Muslim Ottomans and the Christian Armenians, and when riots break out and his uncle is seized and executed by local officials, Mikael realizes that his entire populace is endangered.

As he and Ana flee the riots, they take shelter in a hotel room and finally succumb to their brewing passion. Meanwhile, Chris is encountering the atrocities of destroyed villages, with mens corpses hanging from trees and soldiers shooting random women and children while they are forced to embark on a deadly march out of the territory.

Mikael is captured and sent to a labor camp, but manages to escape and return home to his village. His family forces him into the marriage that he had promised, creating a moral dilemma for him that worsens when he encounters Ana and Chris again while they are working to smuggle children out of the country through a Protestant mission.

While the romance helps provide a dramatic hook upon which to present the tragedies, the shocking aspects of The Promise provide its most powerful moments. Director Terry George expertly handled similarly tough territory with his 2004 film Hotel Rwanda, which covered the 1994 Rwandan genocide between two ethnic tribes in that African nation.

George provides stunning glimpses of starving men in labor camps, people packed like cattle into train cars en route to their eventual deaths, and callous shootings and beatings, yet handles them with a restraint that keeps them in the PG-13 range, and from being gruesomely exploitative.

The romantic aspects, however, are often less compelling, occasionally coming off as soap opera material. The affair between Mikael and Ana is shown in a briefly heated scene when they first have sex, and he is shown kissing her breasts above a low-cut dress. The affair is portrayed romantically, even as it shows his guilt-wracked conscience, and despite the fact Mikael goes through with his promise of the wedding and comes to love his wife, it is clear that his deeper passion remains with Ana.

Isaacs is a compelling presence throughout, bringing great emotional depth and charisma to both the love story and his journey from idealistic intellectual to a man driven by principle to save as many of his people as possible. LeBon also provides a sympathetic and steely presence amid the hardships, but Bale is an unfortunate weak spot as he portrays Chris with a gruff monotone throughout and a surprising lack of emotional range. One could interpret that as him merely portraying Chris as an unbiased journalistic observer, but it is a noticeably dry performance.

Nonetheless, The Promise is a noble effort to ensure that this terrible episode in human history isnt forgotten. Remarkably, its $90 million budget was financed entirely by the late Armenian billionaire Kirk Kerkorian as an homage to his people, and its entire box office gross has been promised to charities.

The Promise was screened at the Vatican on April 4 for some senior officials, and while Pope Francis was not in attendance, he made headlines by using the term genocide in reference to the Armenian tragedy both in 2015 and during a June 2016 visit to Armenia, calling on the world to never forget it.

Those interested in an often-overlooked piece of history, and the resilience of the people who acted against it, will find The Promise to be engaging. While it may not be up to the classic standard set by Schindlers List, its heart is in the right place and it serves as a stirring reminder of both the good and the evil of which humanity is capable.

Feast of Saints Philip and James

First Reading (1 Cor 15:1-8; NRSVCE)

I would remind you, brothers and sisters, of the good news that I proclaimed to you, which you in turn received, in which also you stand, through which also you are being saved, if you hold firmly to the message that I proclaimed to you  unless you have come to believe in vain.

For I handed on to you as of first importance what I in turn had received: that Christ died for our sins in accordance with the scriptures, and that he was buried, and that he was raised on the third day in accordance with the scriptures, and that he appeared to Cephas, then to the twelve. Then he appeared to more than five hundred brothers and sisters at one time, most of whom are still alive, though some have died. Then he appeared to James, then to all the apostles. Last of all, as to one untimely born, he appeared also to me.

The words that I say to you I do not speak on my own; but the Father who dwells in me does his works. Believe me that I am in the Father and the Father is in me; but if you do not, then believe me because of the works themselves. Very truly, I tell you, the one who believes in me will also do the works that I do and, in fact, will do greater works than these, because I am going to the Father. I will do whatever you ask in my name, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son. If in my name you ask me for anything, I will do it.
 

THURSDAY MAY 4, 2017

Thursday of the Third Week of Easter

First Reading (Acts 8:26-40; NRSVCE)

An angel of the Lord said to Philip, Get up and go toward the south to the road that goes down from Jerusalem to Gaza. (This is a wilderness road). So he got up and went. Now there was an Ethiopian eunuch, a court official of the Candace, queen of the Ethiopians, in charge of her entire treasury. He had come to Jerusalem to worship and was returning home; seated in his chariot, he was reading the prophet Isaiah. Then the Spirit said to Philip, Go over to this chariot and join it. So Philip ran up to it and heard him reading the prophet Isaiah. He asked, Do you understand what you are reading? He replied, How can I, unless someone guides me? And he invited Philip to get in and sit beside him. Now the passage of the scripture that he was reading was this:

Like a sheep he was led to the slaughter,

and like a lamb silent before its shearer,

so he does not open his mouth.

In his humiliation justice was denied him.

Who can describe his generation?

For his life is taken away from the earth.

The eunuch asked Philip, About whom, may I ask you, does the prophet say this, about himself or about someone else? Then Philip began to speak, and starting with this scripture, he proclaimed to him the good news about Jesus. As they were going along the road, they came to some water; and the eunuch said, Look, here is water! What is to prevent me from being baptized? He commanded the chariot to stop, and both of them, Philip and the eunuch, went down into the water, and Philip baptized him. When they came up out of the water, the Spirit of the Lord snatched Philip away; the eunuch saw him no more, and went on his way rejoicing. But Philip found himself at Azotus, and as he was passing through the region, he proclaimed the good news to all the towns until he came to Caesarea.

FRIDAY MAY 5, 2017

Friday of the Third Week of Easter

First Reading (Acts 9:1-20; NRSVCE)

Saul, still breathing threats and murder against the disciples of the Lord, went to the high priest and asked him for letters to the synagogues at Damascus, so that if he found any who belonged to the Way, men or women, he might bring them bound to Jerusalem. Now as he was going along and approaching Damascus, suddenly a light from heaven flashed around him. He fell to the ground and heard a voice saying to him, Saul, Saul, why do you persecute me? He asked, Who are you, Lord? The reply came, I am Jesus, whom you are persecuting. But get up and enter the city, and you will be told what you are to do. The men who were traveling with him stood speechless because they heard the voice but saw no one. Saul got up from the ground, and though his eyes were open, he could see nothing; so they led him by the hand and brought him into Damascus. For three days he was without sight, and neither ate nor drank.

Now there was a disciple in Damascus named Ananias. The Lord said to him in a vision, Ananias. He answered, Here I am, Lord. The Lord said to him, Get up and go to the street called Straight, and at the house of Judas look for a man of Tarsus named Saul. At this moment he is praying, and he has seen in a vision a man named Ananias come in and lay his hands on him so that he might regain his sight. But Ananias answered, Lord, I have heard from many about this man, how much evil he has done to your saints in Jerusalem; and here he has authority from the chief priests to bind all who invoke your name. But the Lord said to him, Go, for he is an instrument whom I have chosen to bring my name before Gentiles and kings and before the people of Israel; I myself will show him how much he must suffer for the sake of my name. So Ananias went and entered the house. He laid his hands on Saul and said, Brother Saul, the Lord Jesus, who appeared to you on your way here, has sent me so that you may regain your sight and be filled with the Holy Spirit. And immediately something like scales fell from his eyes, and his sight was restored. Then he got up and was baptized, and after taking some food, he regained his strength.

For several days he was with the disciples in Damascus, and immediately he began to proclaim Jesus in the synagogues, saying, He is the Son of God.

Those who eat my flesh and drink my blood have eternal life, and I will raise them up on the last day; for my flesh is true food and my blood is true drink. Those who eat my flesh and drink my blood abide in me, and I in them. Just as the living Father sent me, and I live because of the Father, so whoever eats me will live because of me. This is the bread that came down from heaven, not like that which your ancestors ate, and they died. But the one who eats this bread will live forever. He said these things while he was teaching in the synagogue at Capernaum.
 

SATURDAY MAY 6, 2017

Saturday of the Third Week of Easter

First Reading (Acts 9:31-42; NRSVCE)

The church throughout Judea, Galilee, and Samaria had peace and was built up. Living in the fear of the Lord and in the comfort of the Holy Spirit, it increased in numbers.

Now as Peter went here and there among all the believers, he came down also to the saints living in Lydda. There he found a man named Aeneas, who had been bedridden for eight years, for he was paralyzed. Peter said to him, Aeneas, Jesus Christ heals you; get up and make your bed! And immediately he got up. And all the residents of Lydda and Sharon saw him and turned to the Lord.

Now in Joppa there was a disciple whose name was Tabitha, which in Greek is Dorcas. She was devoted to good works and acts of charity. At that time she became ill and died. When they had washed her, they laid her in a room upstairs. Since Lydda was near Joppa, the disciples, who heard that Peter was there, sent two men to him with the request, Please come to us without delay. So Peter got up and went with them; and when he arrived, they took him to the room upstairs. All the widows stood beside him, weeping and showing tunics and other clothing that Dorcas had made while she was with them. Peter put all of them outside, and then he knelt down and prayed. He turned to the body and said, Tabitha, get up. Then she opened her eyes, and seeing Peter, she sat up. He gave her his hand and helped her up. Then calling the saints and widows, he showed her to be alive. This became known throughout Joppa, and many believed in the Lord.

But Jesus, being aware that his disciples were complaining about it, said to them, Does this offend you? Then what if you were to see the Son of Man ascending to where he was before? It is the spirit that gives life; the flesh is useless. The words that I have spoken to you are spirit and life. But among you there are some who do not believe. For Jesus knew from the first who were the ones that did not believe, and who was the one that would betray him. And he said, For this reason I have told you that no one can come to me unless it is granted by the Father.

Because of this many of his disciples turned back and no longer went about with him. So Jesus asked the twelve, Do you also wish to go away? Simon Peter answered him, Lord, to whom can we go? You have the words of eternal life. We have come to believe and know that you are the Holy One of God.
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
